FightinK Blood Thick in His Veins
Honors and Titles.

CHICAGO, 111., Feb.2-C- )n. John Eugene
Smith, a veteran of the civil war, has just
diecj here, aged HI years. He was born ia
the canton of Berne, Switzerland, ou Aug. M,

1810. His father, John Bander Smith,
followed the fortunes of Napoleon,
shared the rigor of the Russian cam-
paign, and was one of tho few survivors of
the fatal retreat from Moscow. The father
was severely wounded at Waterloo. Leav-
ing his native laud, he arrived in Philadel-
phia Nov. HO, 1810, where he died Sept. 22,
184H.

The son received an academic education,
learned the jeweler's trade, was honored by
offices iu the gift of the town of Galena, 111.,
where he had settled.

He was elected county treasurer for Jo
Daviess county in 18(10, and the same year
was appointed ai.le-d-ca- to tne lion.
Richard Yutes. governor of Illinois. He
reported for active duty on April 15, 1801,
assisted in the three months'
troops. He was also with General Grant
and others in organizing the ten provisional
regiments authorized by the special session
of the Legislature known as the

bill.
After the first battle of Bull Run he re-

cruited aud orguuized the 45th regiment,
Illinois volunteers, known as the Washburn
Lead Mine regiment, and was commissioned
its colonel, ranking from July 2:1, 1H01. This
regiment followed the fortunes of the army
of the Tennessee, and participated with
honor iu ail the marches und battles of that
army to the end of the rebellion.

Col. Smith was promoted brigadier-gener-

of volunteers Nov. 2L, ls62, and as-
signed to the command of the 8th division,
left wing, Kith army corps. March 25.

He was assigned to 1st brigade, 3d divi-
sion, 17th army corps. June 3, 1863. and to
the 3d division, 17 army corps, iu October,
1863. On the march to' the relief of Chatta-
nooga this division was designated as the 3d
division. 15th army corps, participating in
all tho marches, including the great "march
to the sea," and battles of the army of the
Tennessee, to the close of the war. After
the surrender of the confederate forces
he was relieved from duty with the army of
the Tennessee, and assigned to the command
ol the district of West Tennessee, with head-
quarters at Memphis.

He was mustered out of the volunteer ser-
vice April 30, 1860 ; March 2, 1867. he was
breveted brigadier-genera- l, V. S. A., and
brevet major-genera- l, U. S. A. He also
served on the western plains.

WASHINGTON, I. C. Feb. 3- -A frank
review of the conditions which have delayed
the extension of sweeping reform by the
Spanish government iu Cuba has been pre-
pared by Senor Ariuro Cuyas. the president
of the Associated Spanish and Cuban Press,
and for twenty-seve- n years the start corre-
spondent of the "Diario de la Marino," the
organ of the Reform party iu Cuba.

Senor Cuyas. after pointing out the various
liberal concessions made by Spain, the re-

forms accomplished and proposed says:
"But the Cuban agitators iu tho United
States prevented the promulgation of the
latest reforms In the island by inducing a
few secessionists to join them in a revolt,
which soon increased in magnitude, owing
to the great number of negro laborers who
were idle on ace mnt of a monetary crisis
due to the low price ot sugar. It has al-

ways been the purpose of Cuban seces-
sionists to prevent any liberal measure being
adopted in Cuba as removing any just
cause of complaint ou which to base their
rebellious attitude.

'Although retarded by the insurrection,
which broke out in February. 1KU5. 10 days
after its passage, this reform luw will be
carried out in Cuba as soon as the situation
in the island warrants, with additional con-
cessions, which will amount practically to
home rule.

"Such is the intention of the Spauish gov-
ernment, as outlined by the Queen-rege-

in her last message to the Cortes, and as
conllrmed subsequently, on July 44, by the
prime minister, Senor i'anovas, iu a memor-
able speech, when he declared that the sin-

Last year the
expenditures for carrying on their
work amounted to $2,296,441. They
have 495 gymnasiums, 799 reading

rooms, 355 eduoational classes, with

25,886 students, and 761 Bible-trainin- g

classes. Among the Indians

there are 41 associations, 61 among

oolored people, 108 for railroad men

and 480 for college students.

MAY BE GEN. CRAIGHILL.

Talk of General Walker's Successor
at the "Tech."

BOSTON, Mass., Feb. 2 The name of
General William E. Craighill, ex.chief en-

gineer of the United States army, is "men-
tioned" as a possible successor of the late
General Francis A. Walker as president of
the Institute of Technology. General Craig-
hill retired from active service iu the army
on Saturday. prefering to do this voluntarily
rather thuu to wait uutil July 1. when he
would be subject to compulsory retirement.

He has made a distinguished record dur-
ing his 43 years of active service in the army,
and has several times declined to accept tho
appointment of Superintendent af the Mili-
tary Academy at West Point. He is the only
military officer ever chosen to the Presi-
dency of the American Society of Civil En-
gineers.

Gen. Craighill was born in Charlostown,
W. Va., in 1S33 : entered the Military Acad-
emy at West Point in 1849, and four years
later was graduated second in his class. His
meritorious services during the war were
recognized by brevets of lieutenant colonel
aud colonel. After the war he was assistant
professor of civil and military engineering
at West Point, aud assistant ill the engiueer
bureau of the wur department for two differ-
ent periods of four years each.

He has been twice sent to Europe on im-

portant engineering missions by the govern-
ment: was n member of the Lighthouse
board iu Washington for several years, and
in connection with river and harbor work,
has chargo of many important public im-

provements, among them being several
along the Massachusetts const.
