Old Fashioned Mead.
To make the o,l tune

called mead proceed a- - follow-- : To
every gallon of water put rive
pounds of s'.raim-- honey (the water
m,i-- t be hot when you add the
honey) and boil it tlnee-tjuarter- s of
an hour, skimming it well. Then
put in hops tied in a thin bag tallow-

ing an otiii. e or a handful to each
gallon') ami let it boil half an hour
longer. Strain it into a tub and let
it stand four day-- . Then niur it into
a cask (or into a demijohn if the
ipiantity is stmill). adding for each
gallon of mead a gill of brandy and
a sliced lemon. If a large cask, tlo
not bottle it till it has stood a vear.

Keeps Out Ants and Bugs.
To ke.-- ants t ut of closets and

the drawer-- , draw a line witli a
brush dipped in the following solu-

tion round the shelf to be protected.
No ants will cross it: Corrooive sub-

limate, one ounce; muriate of am-

monia, two ounce-- ; water, one pint.
This solution will also destroy

if appiied with a brush or a
feather to the cracks in the bed.

The mixture is a deadly poison,
mu-- t be laU-le.- l as such and kept
out of the children's reach.

To Tie Shoe Laces.
The following is a good hint for

tying shoe l.nes so that they shall
not tome loose: Proceed exactly
in the same way as if you were tying
an ordinary bow, but pass the right-han- d

loop through the knot before
drawing it up. and give a steady
pull on both loops. It should be
reincmlieretl, however, when unty-
ing that the right-han- d string must
be pulled, for if the other is pulled
it will only tighten the knot.

Helpful Hints.
Handkerchiefs will look better

anil iron better if a little borax is
adtled to the hist rinsing water.

A piece of camphor put into the
water will keep flowers fresh for a
long time, -0 it is said.

Mud spots on silk can generally
be removed by rubbing with a piece
of linen dipped in benzine or alco-

hol.

Cleaning Painted Surfaces.
When cleaning paint use warm

water and a little ammonia. Take a
clean, soft flannel and wet as much
as the arm can reach. Wash and
wring the tlaniiel and rub the paint
until quite clean. lry the surface
thoroughly and polish with a soft
cloth.

Cleaning Copper Kettles.
Take a handful of common salt,

enough vinegar and flour to make a
paste and mix together thoroughly.
There is nothing better for cleaning
copper. After using the paste wash
thoroughly w ith hot water, rinse in
cold water and wipe dry.

The Care of Pillows.
Don't expose the pillows to the

sun. as it draws the oil out of the
feathers. The bed and bedding
should be given a daily sun bath,
but the pillows should be placed out
of the sunlight and in a direct cur-

rent of air.

Mildewed Linen.
To take mildew from linen rub

the spots with soap, scrape chalk
over them, rub them well, lay the
linen 011 the grass in the sun and
as it dries wet it a little. The spots
should come out in two applications.

House Plants.
Equal parts of milk and luke-

warm water applied gently with a
rponge should be used to clean the
leaves of house plants. This should
be done at least once a week to keep
the plants in good condition.

Spots on White Silk.
To remove stains from white silk

wet with j;ivelle water or with chlo-

rinated soda, hold taut over the nose
of a boiling teakettle for three min-

utes, then lay in the sun.

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THE GAME OF CHESS.

It It Probably the Oldest Pastime
Known to Man.

The olilest jianie known to man
is ches.s. The tLrigin of tlii.s jramo,
nr mimic battle, as t iS.l-mt- 1 h tail-
ed it in his translation of Vida.
dates bark to otiuu 15. t'. It is rii h
in legendary uneedotes. and its le

nomenclature ha.-- been trans-
mitted through ull changes in lan-

guage frtrfin the earliest tuiiuos of
the Indo-European to the latest.

A peculiar tiling about elie-- s,

with its eoinbination of idle amuse-
ment and extreme mental toil, is
that it is the only anie sain t imied
by priesthoods of all belief.-- . The
principal piece in the raine derives
its name, king, from the l'eriaii
shah, or ruler.

Many men whose names have
gone down to posterity, smh as
Charlemagne, Tamerlane, Frederick
the Great, Charles XII., Voltaire,
Rousseau and hen Franklin, hae
been devotees and students of the
game.

Chess is Asiatic in origin, and
originally more attention was paid
to it by Asiatic students ami philos-
ophers tln.ii by men of we.-ter- n coun-
tries. Of late years, lmwever, its
popularity has greatly increased
among western nations, and nation-
al chess tournaments are now held
by experts from nearly all countries.

The history of chess may be di-

vided into three periods the age of
the primeval Indian game, extend-
ing from its origin down to the sixth
century A. 1. ; the age of the me-

diaeval chess, from the sixth cen-

tury to the sixteenth century, and
the age of the modern chess, from
the last of the sixteenth century to
the present day. Of course many
changes in the method of play took
place in the course of development
of the game, and us it is played now
it is different from the game the
ancients knew.

Chess has been played in nearly
every- country. Chessboards have
been found among the ruins at Pom-

peii, and in the Roman Forum one
may still see the outline of a check-

erboard roughly scratched on the
stone walk by some senatorial page
of Caesar's time. In the orient both
games have been played from time
immemorial.
