ed that the extra effort requir-
ed to make an absolutely wrong
thing absolutely right was so
slight that he wondered why
so many failed to take it. With
the trout season just around
the corner and the sportsmen
of the State busy oiling reels,
patching boots and smuggling
new and expensive rods into
their homes in anticipation of
the opening day, the State De-
partment of Fish and Game
think it wise to call attention to
the fact that the average fisher
man is the farmer's guest and
should conduct his excursions
to agree with the usage of hos-
pitality.

A gate left shut that was
found open ; or a gate left open
that was found shut, may seem
an unimportant thing to a man
eager to reach a favorite trout
pool, but it may mean a seriou3
financial loss to the landowner.
If the carelessness becomes ha-
bitual the farmer has only one
recourse for protection-- to close
his land to the public.

The rules which most sports-
men observe are simple and, as
Napoleon remarked, requre so
little extra effort that it is
strange that they are ever bro-
ken.

Leave gate, fences and bars
as you find them.

Obituary of the Late
Orange L. Mansur

In the passing of Orange L.
Mansur, on March 13th., this
community lost a long-tim- e res-
ident, and a conscientions and
loyal citizen.

Orange Leslie Mansur was
born in the town of Morgan,
October 14th., 1850. - He pass-
ed his boyhood days and early
manhood in his native town
and Charleston, Vt., and his ed-

ucation was received in thr
public schools of these towns.

In 1876, he came to Island
Pond and for over forty-fou- r
years has gone in and out ng

it's people as a dependa-
ble and influential citizen.

In 1880, he was united in
marriage with Mehitable S.
Kempton, who died in 1903.
Since the death of his.wife.his
home has been presided over
by his sister, Luella, whose un-
ceasing efforts and thoughtful
care, have cheered and comfort
ed his home life. During the
last weeks of his illness, Miss
Luella and her sister, Mrs. Ho-
ward Hobson, were constant in
their ministrations to relieve
his sufferings.

In his church affiliations, he
was a Congregationalist, a
faithful, conscientious member
and loyal supporter, and serv-
ing as a Deacon for several
years. Hev. Robert Lawton, a
former pastor, came from Or-
well, Vt., to officiate at the
funeral.
