" Whenever plants begin to drop thcir

leaves, it is certain that their health has

beep injured tuber by over-pottin- ovor- -

watering. over-heatio- by too much cold,

or by applying such stimulants as guano,

or by some other means having destroyed

the fine rootlets by which the plant feeds,

and induced diseaxn that may lead the

,to death. Tho case is not .usually im- -

portant enough to call in a "plant doc

tor," so the amateur begin to treat to

patient, and the practice is in all proba-

bility not unlike that of many of our
household physicians who apply a remedy

that increases the disease. Having al-

ready destroyed the, so to speak, nutritive
organs of the plant, the stomach is got-ge- d

with food by applying water, or with

medicine, by applyiue guano or some put--

cnt "plant food." Now the remedy is

nearly akin to whut is a good one when

tho animal digestion is deranged give it

no more food until it We must

then, if the roots of the plant have been

injured from any of tho above earned

causes, let tho toil in which it is potted

become nearly dry ; then removo the

plant from th 3 pot, take the ball of soil

in which the roots bavi been enveloyed,
rid crush it betweeu tho bauds just

enough to allow all the sour outer crust
of the ball of eurth to be striken off:
thcu re pot in rather dry soil (composed
of auy fresh soil mixed with cquul tulk of
leaf-mol- d or street sweepings, using a new
flower-pot- , or having thoroughly washed

the old one, so that the moisture can free-

ly evaporate through tho pores, lie care
ful not to over feed tho sick plant. Let
the pot be only large enough to admit of
rot more than au inch of soil between tho

pot and ball of roots. After
give it water enough to settle the soil, and

do not apply any more until the plant bus

beguu to grow, unless indeed the atmos-

phere is so dry that tho moisturo has en-

tirely evaporated from the soil, thea of
course water must be given, or tho pa-ie- n

may die from the opposite cause

starvation. Thj danger to be avoided is

in all probability thr.t which brought on
the sickness, iiamely : starvation of tho
soil by too much water. Oilier causes

may indues sickness to plants, such us au

escape of gas in the apartment, or smoke
from a flue iu tho grcco-hous- but in all
cases, when the leaves fall from a plant,
withhold water, and if there is reason to

believe that tho soil has been poisoned
by gas, or soddened with moisture, shake
it from the roots as be Cora advised, and
r3-p- in a fresh flower-po- t. Many years
ago, when I used smoke-flue- s in my green
houses, soino kindling wood, carelessly
thrown on the top of one of them, ignited
and the smoke caused the leaves of every
plant to drop. There wi.a some 3,000
plants, mostly Teu-Rosc- in tho green-

house ; it would have bcun too much of a

job to re-p- all, but by withholding water
fur soma ten days, until they started a

now growth again, very fow plants were
injured.

IN or

should the lap-rob- or the buSalo-rob-

with which the driver protects himself,

be used to cover tbehorse while he stands

for a short time This conveys the dis-

agreeable smell of the animal's not al

ways clean tkin to the clothes, Iron which

it is plentifully evolved aud diffused when

a warm room is entered. The horse

should be provided with blankets for its

special use. Those need not be costly,

and may bo easily made at homo. A

pair of coarso, heavy brown wool blank-

ets, costing $5. will make a make a very

serviceable suit of horse clothing. The

clothing should be made in two pars, one

to cover tho back from tho withers to the

crupper and reaching beneath the belly,

and another to cover the neck and throat ;

both should he lined with gunny cloth to

strengthen them. Tho neck aud chest of
a horse are very sensitive parts of the

animal, and need ample protection as well

ns the bedy. Tho body clothing should

be made of two pieces, cut so as to ad-

mit of two gores : one short narrow one

upon the rump, and one longer wide one

at the withers, Those should be cut so

that the blanket fiis smoothly to the curve

of the hack, else it will not ho in its

proper place, but will slipdowo audgitb-c- r

in wrinkles iu the middle of the back.

A stiidlc pic 36 of stiff cloth should be

stitched upon the blanket, aud two slits

worked in it upon each side, through

which the girth is placed to retain it in

its place. Two straps and buckles should

bo stitched iu front to fasten the blanket

close upou the chest, and it should be

bound with o proad strip of colored flan-

nel. The throat-piec- e should be careful-

ly cut to fit the neck, and be ma le low

enough to lup over the blanket several

inches. A strap is fastened to go across

the forehead to bold the covering in its

plucc, and others are attached by which

it is fastened beneath the throat. This

part of the clothing should be bound and

I Mi Ihn tl:i t Tlu'sc

coverings should not be wore in tho stable

but only out of doors, when the horse is

exposed to cold winds, or when it is stand-

ing after having been warmed by work.

Ho Etablo should bo so exposed as to

make it necessary to blanket a horse when

within it. Stables should bo tight and

warm, and ventilated in such a maimer
as not to throw eold drafts upon the bursa.

Pure fresh air in tho stable, although : it
may be of a low temperature, wilt eo

tho ciroulatiou of a horse that

no protection beyond its own natural

covering will be needed, even 'iu
tho coldest winter weather. It is when
