The General Conference of the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, is now in session
tn the city of New York. This body, it
is well known, is composed of a certain
number of delegates trom each of the an-
nenl conferences of the Chorch and as-
sembles once in fonr years. As the rep-
resentatives of a sect of Christians, num-
bering 10 this country over onr weillion f)f
members, and exercising, pnflif‘"h”_" in
the Southern and Western States, a pre-
dominating influence, the doings and de-
cisions of this body are invested with gt(‘ul
and pesulior interest, more especially
when those decisions and doings have a
Lesrine on the great questions that agitate
the national mind.

Four years ago, at the session of the
General Cotiference held in Baltimore,the
question of Slavery in the Church gave
rise to u oreat deal of disgusssion and no
little excitement.  The question came up
again at this conference, in the manner
ditailed in the sobjoined article, which
which we take from the Tribune of Fri.
day. The decision we regard as one of
vast importance, and the moral influence
of which must be decply felt. It was ren-
dered after a long and animated discuss-
jon, which was marked by no small de-
gree of warmth on both sides. Thismay |
be inferred from the fact that a commit-
tee was raised composed of an equal num-
ber of Northern and Southern members,
including the Bishops of the church, 1
confer upon some plan of reconciliation.
