The Junction road. by
the surveys of the engineers of both
roads, is one mile and forty-five hun-
dredtes longer from Hamiltou to Indian *
apolis, than ours is from Cincinnati to
that city.

Get
all the businessyou can, Some honest
men hyye taken stock in it, in good fwith,
and they should get some return, before
our ro.ad is made thrpu‘h. We are b'ﬂlll-
ding the only road between these cities
direct, and it is useless for dny othgr road
to think or attempt to compete with ue.
It is true we pity them. They are i a
peculiar situation. When they com-
menced they supposed we could never
get a cherter. Now that they are in for
it, they have to wade through as best they
can. They have enough to irritate them,
and we shall meke large allowsnce for
their little petulance. But the interests
of the country are too great to allow us
to yield to sympathy in their behalf.—
Our road will be made direct through—
straight, low grades, easy curves, and
everything substantial to sustain a heavy
business; and we have no forebodings of
the future. .
