376 Miles open for Travel—to Julesburg.

The telegraph has announced the com-
pletion of this road to Julesburg, 876
wiles from Omaha, and the materials are
nearly all on the ground to lay the track
to the base of the Rocky Mouuntains—I141
miles further—~by September next. This
is certuinly very rapid work, but intelligent
correspondents say it is well done, and
that the road is well equipped; that its de-
pots and stations are of brick and stone,
and its locomotives sud cers of the best.
