Skeleton Leaves.—They should not be
picked when young and wnder; June
and Juiy wre generally the best months
to guther them for the purpose; the
edges of the leaves ﬁhnulr‘ be perfect,
also the ribs and veins, which can be
ascertained by bolding them up to the
light. Some of the yellow autumnal
leaves, and dark tinted also, with the
seed vessels of different plants, can be
used with good effect on the grouping.

Ginger Beer —Take 9 gallons of
water, 10 pounds of brown or white su-
gur, 11 onnces of bruised ginger root, 9
ounces of lemon juice, § pound of honey,
and 3 pints of veast; boil the ginger 4
hour in & gallon of the water, then add
the rest of the water and the other in-
gredients and set it aside; when cold,
strain it and add the white of 1 egg,
beaten, and 4 ounce of essence of lem-
on; Jet it stand 4 days, then bottle, and
it will keep many months.

Canned Strawberrics —Fill glass jars
with fresh whole strawberries, sprinkled

When the
woman saw she was in trouble she com-
menced in a brutal manner 1o beat the
little girl for talking to the oflicer, and
it was evidout that cruelty was the rule
with her. The child was taken to the
Four Courts, where she gave the name
of Mamie Masterson, said that she Tived
in the city where the big Centennial
show was, that she had gone to a school
near Shippen Market, and that the
woman met her on the street and took
her away.  This was a revelation, and
the telegraph soon proved the truth of
the little one's statements,.  The jov of
the father who had given his little one
up for lost need not be described here.
There wgs no mother, however, whom
the news might gladden, for Mamie's
mother died when the little girl was only
nine months old. ’

The Columbia River Salmon i‘luhrlu.

_The greatost salmon fisheries in the
Unitedd States are those on the Columbia
River in Oregon. The business of eateh-
ing and canning and exporting them,
near the mouth of that river, is im-
mense,  On a recent day, a single haul
of a net st the mouth of the Columbia
brought in 110 large, fine salmon, which
were sold to the canneries for 50 cents
apiece, or probably less than two cents a
P_numl. Al a narrow point in the Colum-
g, two or three miles nbove its mouth,
we have seen the salmon so thick in the
river that there were more salmon to be
seen than water. They were struggling
and ﬁrzht.ing their way up the stream,
cagerly attempting to leap falls from 12
to 15 foot high. A few succeeded, the
most fell back and repeated their effort.
M.t-ﬂu\thiln the Indians, with sharpened
sticks the length of bean-poles, stood
Upon the bank and successfully speared
the fish. The rocks nlong the banks
wore thick and the air foul with the rot-
ting entrails and the dying bodies, It
