When the
writer was » boy he worked a portion of
one season on a large dairy and hay
farm. A two-hundred acre pasture ac-
commodated the seventy-five milch
cows that composed the colossal dairy,
and garnering the hay orop to feed this
big herd through winter was necessari-
ly a large task. That the men might
bold out well in the hot sun, eider and
strong drink were dispensed with, and
cold sweet milk was copieusly drank.

| Reduced to a low temperature and par-

taken of in its rich purity. It made a
kingly drink, that cooled the system
while it nourished the stomach. All
the arts of sclence ean mot improve on
nature’s lactenl laboratory in  com-
pounding a beverago more nutritiously
complete than milk. Alr is a great
purifier of any substance and emphat-
jeally so of milk. But an evil is only
aggravated If the fAluid is exposed to &
foul atmosphere. In the vicinity of
many dairy barns, where milk is al-
lowed to set over night, there are num-
berless causes of stench. Old manure
heaps are being opened and carted away
w the fields: pig stys give forth un-
savory odors the year around, and fre-
quently gross neglect in the manage-
ment of water closets adds its guota to
the foul vapors To asrate milk, or to
allow it to stand in such alr is utterly
futile in an endeavor to preserve its
quality. ‘The bealthof & Lundred peo-
ple may be jeopardized by the wilk
from one dairy standing for a few hours
in an unhealthy air current.  As you
yalue your own physical well being, and
the sanativeness of the country atlarge,
be not negligent in these matters, for
they are momentous: if their  impor
tance is overlooked on the start thore
will be a harvest of evil by and by.

Don't Do It

Don't plow in a gowd crop when you
have grown it. A few yvars ago my
father plowed an acre of good cora land
and sowed it to buckwheat as early as
the spring would admit. A heavyerop
was in blossom and plowed under in
July and the ground sowad sgain. Thkis
was plowed in on September 10 and rye
sown. The next year the ryo grew only

| three foet high and the heads were bt
