Deraand and Supply

By JAMES C., KELLY

Itis a foct generally conceded that before the supply, there
must a'ways bo the demand.,  This acknowledged rule may be
applicd to the liquor problem or trade as well as to'any other
branch of commerce, and yet our prohibition advocates have
failed utterly to reckon with this fact,

We ke it that the main purpose of the sincere prohibitionist
is to wiop the consumption of alcoholic liquors, and yet any
honest “'drv"" can see, upon a moment's reflection, that he is
not beird tled toward his real goal by his profesional leaders.
Instead of going directly to the source of wha: he considers an
evil, hestrikes at a 1+ sult which is, in this case, the supply. How
hopele s his task, is best shown by the deplorable failure of pro-
hibitica to curtail the demand for and consumption of liquor
in so-called "dry"’ territory.

We have it from a 'cader of the prohibition organization that
half of our pepulation esides in ““dry”” territory. Most of this
result has been accomplished in the last thirteen or fourteen
years, but during *hat time the sales of malt beverages have in-
creased from fifteen to twenty-two gallons per capita and the
sales of spirits more than fifty per cent. Thus has prohibition
curtailed the demand for liquors. One who may wonder why
the liquor trade so strenuously opposes prohibition in view of
the above facts needs only to investigate and he will find that it
is not the legitimate manufacturer but the vendor of low-class
drink who profits by the prohibition process.

Statistics show that many more than half the men of
nation consume alcoholic liquors. Remember this fact
next you witness an attempt to make criminal the sale of
for which there is such a universal demand. And reme
that the demand always precedes the supply. If the suppl®
crimiinal the demand must be placed in the same categoty.—A
