Bessaire & Co., Indianapolis whole-
sale bakers' supply house, admitted
violating the food regulations in tak-
ing an excessive margin of profit and
requested permission to pay $1,000 to
~ the Red Cross. The privilege was
3 ed and the firm promised strict-
‘comoliance with the regulations.
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Holders of sugar certificates may
use them only during the month of
issue. Outstanding certificates are
void after October 15.

Emma Marsh, wife of a federal em-
ploye at Jeffersonville, bought 79
pounds of sugar for a family of four
and was permitted to pay the Red
Cross $25 as a penalty; Gus F. Rich-
ards purchased 16 pounds at one time
and was allowed to pay the Red Cross
$15. John S. McDonald, federal food
administrator for Floyd county,
handled both cases.

Housekeepers are urged to avail
themselves of the glass and other sub-
stitutes for tin in canning and pre-
serving. Salting and drying also are
advocated for the sake of releasing
to the federal government's require-
ments the metal needed Yor the busi-
ness of winning the war. Commercial
users of tin, including packers of to-
matoes, beans, fruit, ete, have beeu
forced to stringent regulations Iin
their demands for cans.

County Food administrators have
been advised of the plan to enlist the
co-operation of scheol children in the
census of live stock to be taken by
the United States Food administra-
Rtien, in Indiana, Oetober 15. Blanks
upoen which the reports of the scholars
are to be made are now in the hands
of the printers and will be sent for-
ward to school officials in plenty of
time to permit of a survey of every
quarter section im the state.

County food administrators and
school teachers have been advised
that this work is most important or
they would not be asked to have it

Upon the reports the world’'s
food apportionment will be largely de-
termined for the ensuing year, ac
cording to advices from Washington,
where the complete reperts, wholly
accurate and reliable, are eagerly
awailed. - S

F. B. Ransom, an Indianapolis attor-
ney, has been made state director of
United States Food clubs, among the
colored population.

Farmers who are selling their
wheat at less thafti the guaranteed
price on account of embargoes due to
the lack of shipping facilities are
asked to have patience. Prospects are
good for an improved railroad situa-
tion within a few weeks.

For convenience in the 80-20 sales
of wheat flour and substitutes, the
food administration authorizes the
sale of six pounds of substitutes with
each 24% pounds of wheat flour. This
eliminates fractional considerations
in the 4-to-1 ratio,

“Cash-and-Carry” stores will be per-
mitted a bH-cent-per-pound profit on
butter; “Credit-and-Delivery” stores &
cents. An exhaustive inguiry is be-
ing made into the butter situation
with a view to eljminating profiteer
ing. The government's requisition of
25,000,000 pounds eof stored butter 1is
not regarded as suficient justification
for the sharp advances that have been
made in prices during the past month.

Manufacturers of evaported and
condensed milk, alimentary pastes
and table salt have agreed to stan-l
dardize containers amnd restrict them
to fixed quantities in an effort to save
tin. The chauge becomes effective
upon the comsumption of present sup-

he had received d-finlte instructions
from Washington to ake charge of sll
activities in the sala of Tarift Stamps
and War Savings Certificates in the
Eighth Federa! Reserve District. This
will necessitate coas'dere! le reorgan:
zation to conform with t.ie geographi-
cal lines of tha Eighth Distri t. Here-
tofore the Thrift Stamp and War sSav-
ings campaizn has been carried on
through state Jirectors, without regard
to the geographical lines of the dis-
trict.

Fourth Loan Supersedes War Savings.

Mr. Wells gtated that it was too
early to announce definite plans, but
that the work of reorganization will be
taken up at the close of the Fourth
Liberty Loan campaign. He further
stated, however, that it is absolutely
recessary that any aggressive selling
camupalgn of War Savings Certificates
cease from now until after the close
of the Fourth Liberty Loan campalgn.
