‘AGGRAVATED' AND ‘PROVOKED".
“I WAS 80 aggravated that | almost

She was gullty of an error of
which is quite common, and
which 18 condemned by all authorities
on English. The word “aggravate™ 18
derived from a Latin word moaning
“to Increase In welght,” and In English

' usage should be employed only to mesan

“1o Increase in gravity or severity, to
become worse.” Therefore, It Is con
rect to say that a disease or a misfor-
tune mey be aggravated, but not the
person who bas the disease or is sub-
ject to the misfortune,

Bu: this Is drifting somewhat from
our subject, It Is to be borne In mind
that “aggravated” does pot mean and
should never be used In the sense of
“angry.” “vexed ™ “exasperated.”™ “irri-
tated,” ete. In the sentence with which
(his article begun any of these four

wnulblu| words, or a word of simlilar meaning,
] should be substituted for “aggravated.”
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
