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THE REVOLUTION.

Whenever aay institution or class
under any form of government grows
potent enough to control that govern-

ment revolution mast come. The
story of thet past demonstrates this.
When the army outgrew Rome it over-
turned the government aad put the
Caesars at the head. Ia time whea
barbarian soldiery outgrew the cltisea
soldiery by colloguing with outside
barbarians they overwhelmed the em-

pire of the world itself. The night
of ages came aad all was anarchistic
barbarism. Slowly small nationali-
ties developed. Some big feudal
chief outgrew the others aad combin-
ed all around under himself. The na-

tions of Europe as we now know Hem
evolved'out of the anarchy of the Dark
Ages. But the history' of each one
shows the same. War, war and
bloody revolutions from the outgrowth
of some class or institution and its
determination to rule. The classes
in France became stronger than the
government aad drove the people into
revolt Later the army outgrew the
civil power and placed a Napoleon as
Its Caesar. More abuses; Napoleon
bled his army to death aad the bur-

dens returned. Again we see In

France the army prepondering and
we hear the words, "Honor ro the
Army" in the Dreyfus affair. Turn
to England and behold the same. The
classes by Charles First's day had
overgrown all other Interests. The
weight was too heavy. Commerce
could not tolerate the extravagance.
The classes persisted .with the King at
their head, and ruled. But the com-

mercial power central at London oat-gre- w

all other interests sad erertuTB-e- d

the monarchy. It ruled using the
army, But even the military over
grew all other power and set Crom-

well on the throne. Then came' a
restoration, more revolutions and to-

day the money power has outgrown
all otner powers In Great Britain and
even rules secretly the empire of the
world. Nothing has of late held Eng-

land from an awful revolution but the
vast associations. The
largest one of these has some fifteen
hundred thousand heads of families as
members having grew in 68 years
from some dozen or two poor weavers
combined to buy their tea and sugar
at wholesale. It now has some of the
largest sea going ships,. and greatest
factories and department stores on
earth. The members share equally ,

In the profits and thas some seven 1

minion people live easy. These aad
the effects- - of City ownership make
the lives of millions of English rather
comfortable. They have brought
England close to socialism. We can
all of ms see how that the slave power
outgrew all the' other powers ia our
.United States and led to the awful
war. But how few of us see what is
taking place right under our noses!
Look at our Congress aad see what
power has taken the seat of the once
proud dominating slave power. It is
a power mightier from its combination
with the like power ia England than
say ever knew since history began its
records. Teal it eves transcends tra-

dition. What? Greater than all the
people with president aad army? Yes.
because It holds the will. It is set
only the power hat it controls all ac
cess sad every avenue. And the
whole moaey power has bees defigai-e- d

io taw mystic combtee. It is a
peculiar power because k holds con-

trol ef the opportunities aad ievers
deveioneria modern Ufa. As Inven
tion has placed la the hands of a few
sea to, do she laser formerly aaaa
by thousand Jest se it has transfer-
red te a very few persons. aM control
of the power aad this ceatrahsotiea
is still preeeedlsg at a geoaetricsJ
ratio.
