Al
derman Smith heard of the case and was
present.

He listened to the story and them
without lifting his voieé said “‘How
could they stand it?’’ and ‘“How did
they live through it?'’ Thea to ome
of our workers—not to the eatire com-
gregation that a grest show might-be
made—quietly and unobserved be, eaid
‘‘Please secept this small contribution
as » token of my sympsthy.””
That *‘small”’ contribution made it
possible to send our couple to Virginia.
it was a generous offering.
