Our Grant lies in tho North-Easte- rn part of
Tex is, between the 32nd and 34th degrees of
Latitude North, and 19 and 22 degrees of Lon
gitude West, from Washington; beginning on the
south side nf Red River, at a point 12 miles east
of tne False Ounjhitta, ' running thence: due
South 100 miles, thence East 164 miles, thence
North J0U miles, thenro West 164 milet to Uw
beginning, having a front on the meandering of
Red River of nearly 300 miles; and includes
within its limits the upper and lower Cross Tim-
bers, and tin head waters of the Btasas'and Trin-
ity Ri vers, the Trinity being navigable for Steam
Boats of light draugh:, from the interior of the
Colony to the Gulf of 'Uexico into which it emp-
ties, some 25 miles from Galveston, and Red Riv-
er, to the Mississippi, affording an outlet for the
surplus productions of the country. This portion
of Texas is peculiarly adapted to the growth ot
when, experience within trie 1 ist two yours hav-
ing tested the fact, that i. will produce 40 bushels
lo the acre, weighing 65 to 70 pounds on the
bushel. Indian com, rye, barley, oats, sweet
and Irish potatoes, pens, beans, s garden

Our colony is rapidly filling up with an indu
trious, intelligent and morl people and mu
soon become the most populous part of Texas .
The Gnrernmeut has recently forme 1 the countie1
of Grayson, Dallas, Denton, Collin and a pari
of Robertson and Navarro within tne Grant. It
U decidedly the most healthy part of the state,the
lands having having a gentle undulating surface;
there are no ponds, swamps or mar-hes- , and no
local cause for disease. The atmosphere is pure
and pleasant. During the warmest months of
summer there is a constant breeze playing over
the prairies, and the mgnts are invariably cool;
the lhe"inoinijr never rises above 85 to 90, and
in the winter never falls brlow 30 degrees Fah-
renheit. It abounds in spring', aud at the depth
of fifteen op twenty feet, in the midst of the prai-

rie, tiu best water can be had; all tie small
streams aie peculiarly clear and crystul liko
Colonel William Myers who removed from Gar-ti- nl

county, Ky., last fall, says it" a letter dated
8th Mav, 1847 I ill not venture to tell my
friends in Kentucky that the land here was Detter
than the best land in Kentucky, because theyi
woud not believe it; but now I assert it, for the
soil is deeper, being in many paces five feet
and the kindest land to work I ever put a plough
in. I verily believe that around the ibrks of the
Trinity. lies the largest body of first-ra- te land in
America." From tne forks of the Trinity to
Santa Fe, is only 60 J miles by the old Spanisn
trail and the newspapers in Texas are now advo-
cating tne route up the Triniiy,mul irutn its forks
by land, as in every rosrect preferable to the one
by Independence, Mo . Why should emigrants
think of going to Oregon or California when they
can obtain better laud for nothing, so much near
er homcj

This is, perhaps, the last opportunity that will
ever offer on the continent of America of getting

Let no Emigrant lose sight of the important fat
that our contracts with tne Government of Texas
expire on the Ist day of July, 1848, and that he
must not only be in the Colony, but that he must
have selected his land, built a house or cabin
thereon, and be residing therein " itU his family
by that day ; on day after that date, and the
opportunity of getting lands for nothing is, per-
haps, lost for ever.
