A PRIVATEER'S STORY.

The fullowing singular night adventare,
n the harbsr ol Grenada, and the narrow
escape from capture of the noted privateer,
the ** Yankee,” ot Bristol, R. 1., has never
before, to my knowledge, Yeen recorded,
save in the log-bouk of that furtunate litle
crui-er.

I will. therefore, tell the story in the
words of her brave old commander, as 1
gathered it from Lis own lips:

It waein the lnst week of December, 1812,

| snid Capt. Wilson, and while running up

to the Havane, that we fel) in with n Nows
port cruiser, who reported that the Island,
or rather the port of St Geurge Town, was
at that moment in the oecuvaney of the
Americars,  That e had sailed from the
place only twa day« before, aud lelt in the
hinrbor one of oor frigaras wnd two sluops

of war, while the stars und siripes were |

fiving trom the flug steff of 1the old forr.—
The snme day 1 boarded a Spunish dr oeT,
the skipper of whioh hind scen the vesseis ol
wur sailing into the port at the time stated
by tha privateersmngn,

" Wlhiat otject our Heet eonld have had in
taking furmal rossession of 1his insignifis
cart place, 1 ecould not mmegine, unless it
wits {[ur the sake ol ul-lnlt-lng_' fresh rupplies
At wll evente, T was glud to hear of i, as |
was my=ell in need of provisions. 1 con-
cluded to wake the barlnr, and porchase

{ such supplies ss | might require.

| It wus wight befure we made the land ;
but a8 1 was aequainted with the entrance
i [ the harbor of St. Ge.orge Town, [ did st
fire a gun for a pilot, but kert boldly ouin
Lo the vuter jort,

The night was quite dark, and a hazy

| mist hanging over the water rendered the
ubseurity ¢ great that no uhject could be
perceived n couple of cabile lengths off. My
sharpest sighted youngsters were constant.
Iy on the lookout, but no vessels were to be

| sean, as we ghded slowly and silently past
the shore Latteries and the fort beyond,
into the smoath water of the inner bay.

Ar we reached this point, the haze lifc-
| ing a little, showed us, at o listle distance,

the faint outlines of a lnrge ship, which |
| doubted not wan the Awerican frigate ;
| and a litde Levond several other smaller
vea« ls could be distinguished.

Scarcely bad we made this discavery,
| than the ]"-l'l'p]e on board this “|:ip were
| made awsre of our approach, and hailed us,

No anewer was retarned ;: and Ruppoging
the question was not heard, I waited till

The drutas beat t) quar- |

ters, and men with lanterns were ruuning

in all directivoe, while we could aleo per-
| eeive that the erew of the ship near us were
[ silently preparing to drop from the barth.

We could hear the sound of their capstan |
