The Proclamation orEmancl-patlo- n.

As was fearfully apprehended, the Pres
ident issued bis proclamation of negro
emancipation cn New Year's day.

Thus the edict has gen 9 forth to the
world that the Executive no longer regards
the sacred provisions of the constitution of
binding force. He has stretched forth bis
hand and plucked asunder the last link in
the chain which bound the Union together.
By this Executive proclamation, the nation-

al constitution, as well ss State's rights, 16

set aside, and the people given to under
stand the President is above written laws.

Our readers will bear ns witness that
from tho commencement of the war a:, d up
to the reriod when the copipeusati.in cman
C'jntiin j lan wns inaugurated, we stead-

fastly aud faithfully sustained Abraham
Linc. lri, the constitutionally elected Presi-

dent of the I'nited States, iii its prosecu-
tion. Until that period we dealt in no
harsh criticisms, but when he surrendered
himself to the Abolition fanatics, forbear-
ance consed to bo a virtue. And we pro-

claimed our opposition to bis desperate
and cneni'Btitutional propositions, and
shall cnntiLue to cry out xgainst all en-

croachments, of the constitution come from
whatever quarter they may.

Tho emancipation decree of New Year's
day, caps the climax of Executive usurpa-
tion. Lislieartened, humiliated, crushed
by this last blow at the Unien by those who
should be its protectors and guardains, the
truly loyal men of the North ue justified
iu d nounaing the enactment of such an
outroge upon the constitution and the
g )od fuith of those who havo gone forth
with muskets in thoir landi to defend it
and to restore its authori ty.

Thus bus the President belied all tho
promises and professions made at the com-

mencement of the difficulties. lis has
boldly proclaimed that instead of the war
being prosecuted for the restoration of the
Union, it is simply for the freedom of the
negroes. Three millions of slaves are de-

clared free ; and in order to ncomnplh
that object, the lives of hundreds of tbou-sinls- jff

white men must be eacriSced.
Such ia the programme of Abolit'u nism ;

and it grieves ns that the President has be-

come a supple tool to their nefarious
schemes.

The full effect of this emancipation decree
remains to be seen, but we fear that it
will prove disastrous. Instead of causing
the rebels to lay down their arms, it will
make them fight with ten fold greater des-

peration, while it will palsy the arms of
thousands of loyal men of the North who
are fighting for the constitution as it is,
and the Union as it was. Surely the war
was revolting and barbarous enough with-

out the introduction of this new incentive
to the commission of deeds of woe and
blood.

. The Abolitionists, of course, are jubilant
over the emancipation proclamation. But
we doubt whether they will step forward to
to sustain the President in the ra?b under-
taking.

Hardware.
Few people are aware of the immense

amount of hardware sold io this city.
Having occasion, the other day, to visit

the mammoth establishment of Messrs.
Strong &. Brooks, on Jefferson st., we were
astonished at its magnitude. The first floor
or basement is used as a store room in
which are vast numbers and various pat
terns of stoves and heops of iron and steel.
On the second floor is the sales ' room, in
which ore displayed the finer articles of
hardware, and where customers are waited
upon. And when we wete there, mul
titudes of people were in attendance seem-inc- ly

anxious to exchange Chase's green-
backs for something more substantial.
The third aud fourth stories are occupied
as store rooms and Bhops for tho manufac-
ture of all kinds of tin ware. Indeed the
entire building is filled with articles per-
taining to the concern, and large sums of
money must change bands there during
the course of a year. It is well worth one's
while to visit this establishment, especially
if they have purchases in the hardware
line to make.

And on the west side of the river, on the
corner of Exchange and Bluff streets, is
another large hardware establishment, be-
longing to Mr. W.F. Barrett, winch though
not quite so extensive as that of Messrs
Strong & Brooks, nevertheless vies with.it
in quality of goods and low prices.

His
sales room, store rooms and hop, bear
evidence that hit trade must be large.

ber of negroes each town will be entitled
to under an equal apportionment.

The Picsident in bis annual message
of December, in anticipation of Lis edict
of the first of January and its results, ex
pressed the opinion th.it a general distri-
bution of the 6laves throughout the United
States would produce no inconvenience, as
it would only give one negro to every seven
white persons.

According to such a distribution, which
is as near correct as con be culculated now,
each town in this county will receive the
foil owing additional colored population :

The capture of two sutlers' wagons by
Richardson's guerrillas, near Germon'owo,
on Saturday evening, caused a report to be
circulated that Grant bad been whipped,

Gen. McCIernand is here, expecting to
go to Corinth. He is awaiting orders from
Gen. Grant.

There has been no boat from Vicks-bur- g.

Up to Christmas day all of Gen. Sher-
man's force bad not marched from Friara'
Point, for that night they burnt the place.
Tho 6Jye,nce could not; have gone Fry far
below.

From Little Rock we'learn thaithere'are
about 75,000 troops in the State. Gen,
Holmes, with 10,000, is at Little Bock :
there are 10.000 at the Ptst of Arkansas,
Raver ; 5,000 have been sent to Vicksburg;
5,000 are at Austin, Ark. ; and 5,000 more
are orpanied guerrillas, well armed and
ttlerably well clothed, They get most of
their clothing from Texas. Their arms
have been shipped across the Alissiseippi.
