left it in such haste that their stores,
ammunition, clothing and a portion ot
their arms were captured. He distroyed
all the property he could not bring away,
and returned to Beaufort, with the lose of
only one man, who was w tumled. The
officers and men ot this expedition oeuavea
noMy.

The "Legislature.
This body bas now been in seseion three

weeks, and bas disposed of a vast amount
of business. Tbe members are mostly wor-

king men, and permit no time to be wasted
needlessly.

Many importani'roeaaures have been in-

troduced and referred to the appropriate
committees, and a few have been finally ac-

ted upon.
In another colomn we give tbe profosi-tio- n

for tble State into Con-

gressional districts. As far as we are nd- -
vised, the plan proposed is reasonable and
just, and doubtleis, will bt adopted without
material amendment.

The Legislature bas also nnder consider-

ation a proposition for tbe
State for the election of members of the
General Assembly. It is admitted by
every reasonable man who knows anything
about the matter, that tbe present Legis-

lative apportionment is unequal and on-jus- t.

It was agreed upon by the last Abo
lition Legislature in the hopes of sustain
ing their rapidly sinking fortunes in tbe
State, and hence a new apportionment
should bo made in order tbat all sections of
the State be allowed their just represen- -

tion in that body.
The present session ia tbe first regular

session of tbe Legislature held since the
oQioia! census haa been declared. The pro.
priety, therefore, of making a new appor-

tion under the present enumeration ef
population does not admit of a donbt. Let
the apportionment be made with a doe re-

gard to population and territory, and tbe
people will sanotion and perpetuate it.

A bill was introduced in the House of
Representatives, daring tbe last week, by
Mr. Morrill, of Hancock county for an act
to amend an act entitled "An act to pre-

vent the immigration of free negroes and
mnlattoes into this State." Tbe bill pro-

vides severe penalties for the prevention of
negro immigration te this State ; and, if
adopted, of whioh there are strong grounds
of belief that it will be, will seoure Illinois
against tbe negro ianundation which threat-
ens to overflow tbe State.

The exegiencies of the times require the
adoption of Mr. Morrill's bill, or something
similar to it. Tbe people ef the State by
an inimenae majority have declared against
negro immigration, and tbe Legislature
would not be faithful to the trust reposed
in them, if the matter waa not attended
to.

In future we shall endeavor ta keep onr
readers mete fully advised of the doings
and acts of onr Law-maker- s. Tbe session,
iudeed, promises to he one of vast impor-

tance to the future welfare and greatness
of our State ; and, consequently, all feel
an interest in its deliberations.

The ffegro In CJhlcage).
The people of Chicago are fearfully af-

flicted with the negrophobia. White men
are not thought much of ia that devoted
Abolition stronghold. Indeed in order to
command respect and consideration in
Chicago, a black skin and a bead covered
with kiakey hair ia requisite.

Tbe niggers are aware of their superior-
ity in the Abulition city of Chicago, as
their numbers and conduct there attest.
Judging from the motley appearance of the
orowds tbat throng tbe streets a stanger
would naturally conclude chat about one-six- th

of the population of that city was
composed of niggers. Tbe niggers put on
more airs there than white men and claim
precedence on the sidewalks. Therefore,
it is expected, when a white man meets a
nigger in Chicago, tbat be will give him
the sidewalk, of conree. We would advise
all t be eolored population hereabouts to
emigrate to Chicago, if they wish to be
considered better than white ft Iks.

To prove to our readers tbat there is no
exaggeration in the above remarks, we
copy from tbe Chicago Tribune, tbe follow-
ing account of the manner in which tbe
contemptible nigger, Fred. Douglass, waa
recently treated in tbat city :

"Notwithstanding tbe aevere rain storm
last evening, the announcement tbat Fred.
Douglass, tbe distinguished colored orator
of America, was to lecture at Metmpi.l-ta-
Hall, drew out an immense audience. The
ball was densely packed, in all depar-
tment, with ladies and geotloioen of the
highest degree of intelligence and respecta-
bility.

Mr. D. was presented to the audience bv
Rev. J. H. Tattle, wbe prefaced bis intro-
duction of tbe epesker with a few appro-
priate words. As Mr. Douglas arose, he
waa greeted with lound and prolonged ap-
plause. Tbe tbeme selected by tbe speak-
er aa a baeia for hie addiese on thie occa
aion waa 'Truth and Error .'

At tbe close ef bia remarks, Mr. Dung-la- ss

was greeted with rouods of applause,
as indeed he bad very often been during
the entire Isctnre. and was surrounded by
an eager circle of ladies and gentlemen
who congratulated him upon tbeelqoeoee
of his leeture, and bis able effort in bebalt
of hie suffering bretbern.

Tbe President on the Currency
To the Senata and Iloun of Rcprew-.UtiTca-:

I have signed the joint resolution to pro-
vide f:r the immediate payment of tbe ar-
my and navy of the United States, passed
by the bouse on tbe 14th, and by the sen-
ate "0 the 15tb. Tbe joint resolution is
a simple authority, amounting, however,
under the existing circumstances, to a di-

rection to tbe secretary of the treasury to
make an additional iaeue of $100,000,000
in United Statea notos, if so much money
is needed fer tbe payment of the army and
navy.

My approval is given in order that every
proper facility may be affoided for tbe
prompt discharge of all arreara of pay dua
cur soldiers and sailors. While giving
this approval, however, I think it my duty
to express my sincere regret that it bas
been found necessary to authorize so large
an additional issue of United States note,
when tbis circulation and that of ths sus-
pended banks together have become al-

ready so redundant as to, increase prices
beyond real value, thereby augmenting tbe
cost of living to tbe injury of labor, and the
cost of supplies to tbe whole country.

It very plain that tbe continued
issue of United States n tea, without any
check of tbe issne of suspended banks, and
without adequate provision for tbe raising
of money by loans, and for funding the is-

sues so aa to keep tbem within due limits,
must soon produce disastrous consequence;
and the aintter appears to me so importaot
that I feel boond to avail anyeelf of this
occasion to ask tbe s ecial attention of
congresa to it.

That congress has the power to regulate
