Season for Trams-
plantiLg.

Nature has given us iwo seasons in |

which to transplant treee and shiube for
future growth, viz: the epriog and fail —
Of the two we prefer the epring, becsuse,
if we are a little ignorant or careless, Ng-
ture very kindly takes beld and gives a
little help during the summer; whereas, in
the full, if you are oot very careful, the
frosts, snows and ice, will oot belp she mut-
ter any, =

Fall transplanting may ecommencé gs
#00n as the leaves ceans their operation, or
sction oo the eystem of the tree, If you
are in a hurry, and »!l the leaves have not
cessed their action, pinch them off. The
winter is_ibe night of vegotation. It then
réposes io a quiet eleep, asif to gather
strength for the vext summer’s (or duy’s)
work. It is important, therefore, that you
should place :he tree, which you now
#et out, in ae good and well protected con-
dition as it was when you first took hold of
it.

How is this? Why. all the roots were
spread out in their reepestive diregtions
snd well covered with soil, which lay soug
abous them so o8 to keep them, not only in
their place, but also Lo supply moistare to
the rootlets whenever they should become
arcused from their wioter torpor aod be-
Rie to draw nourisbmest for the branches
above,

Then again, as if to guard agninst the
cold and upheaving influsnces of froet, &
vice blankel or coverlid of leaves and other
litter is generally placed over the roots on
the surface of the ground for snme distanse
from the trunk.
