He said he was a peace
roan for an honorable peace peace that
will do justice to those that commenced
the war, and those who have sacrificed
their all upon the altar of tbeir country.
He said be was a Southern un,and would
stand by the rights of the 'Sunny South,'
aod was willing to make any proper eacri
fice for its success.
