be pluoed.

So, feeling as I did, it of course had very
little weight in turniog the soale I felt,
indeed, I knew, that there was much of
rottenness at the heart of the Government
to which you are loyal subjects 1 bad
lived there, I 'knew by txpjiiei.ee that
there was mere of darki.es ttinu light.

I fe.lt. that your Federal Governmeut was
sick at bcart.und that a Southern raiieilion
might be nerbucB tbs firilv flit Vfil.Malt-- ttcoo'd restore it to beultb ; un1 I cnicbt as
m w taj econs 10 mat direetiou as to
use tbera toward perpetuating a condition
which to 31 e was full of vil.

Had I seen that Government was based
upon immutable Justice, bad I seen tbat
Federal Government living, or exerting its
influence, under a flag tbat represented
Kigbt and Justice, instead of the' evil that
that is found dwelling in very man .7 of the
hearts of tbe rulers of your Dution, I might
have done diBereur, I might have revalu-ed true to tbe Government.
