They were
then obliged to sit djwn in peace witb
eacb other under the earns yoke of despot-
ism. By attempting to coerce eacb other
tbe freedom of all the States fell togeth-
er. ....

So we see that, riot withstanding Mr.
Seward's assertion, there was no . want of
tbe coercive idea io tbe old Republics nf
Greece, Tbere was too much coercion. It
was by tbat tbat tbey fell, just as we are
falling by it i .

Tbe same, was true of the Germanic
In Germany thre were about

three hundred Principalities and .Repu-
blic, Deputies lor, each if those met an-

nually in ibe pensral Diet ti regulate tbe.
.laws of the Empire. . But tbe execution of
these did not rest upoti tbe voluntary prin-
ciple. The Empire was divided into ten
circle), over each of wbicb a Superintend'
ent waa appointed, with tbe rank of Major
General, whose duty it waa to ecforee tbe
decrees of tbe General Diet with a military
power. Tbat federation was simply a mil-
itary despotism, io wbicb freedom never
showed its face, notwithstanding Mr. Sew-

ard wculd have us believe tbat all its mis-
eries came from a lack of the coercive
vriuaipls JTt is u tbwgfc-4-e oli Dutch
RpuW aid" 'north TtS cdDitrtullun? admit
of coercion, but nevertheless it was abund
antly seen ana leit in me administration
of tbe government. "Coercive power wee
necessarily attached to the office of tbeir
Stadiholder. Ue appointed the officers of
the laud and novel forces. He presided
not ut ly in tbe Slates general, but iu tbe
State- of every proviuce, and was the
Commander ef both of the nary and
army. S that tbe Republic was aot much
but a military despobsm

In fact the Swiss Confederation is the
onlv one of all the Repullica in tbe Old
World wbicb did not contain tbe coercive
principle ; aod it is tbe only oce of them
which bas survived ts bold up the proud
example of freedom in tbe bloated lace
of European despotism at tbe present
day.

In ibe Convention which formed the
Constitution tf tbe United States, tbe coer-
cive principle had some advocates, and wa
warmly debated. Mr. Randolph, of Vir-
ginia, fotioduced a resolution to tbe effect
tbat an unwilling State should be coerced
by the army and navy, but it was yoted
down ty an- overwhelming majority. The
same idea wee afterwards presented to the
Convention by Mr. Patterson, of New Jer-
sey, and was again promptly negatived.
It never came up ufterwards, aod therefore
our Constitution does not contain tbe prin-
ciple. Tbe Constitution ie silent on the
subject, except to declare tbat all powers
not delegated to tbe United States are re-

served to tbe United State reepective-l- y:
" "

- Tbe system of General Government es-

tablished by our father was based upon
tbe voluntary principle, as opposed to the
coeroive. And this principle worked per
fectly for balf a century, until a band of
fanatics succeeded in completely destroy-
ing tbe fraternal relatione of tbe States.

Tbe same section which broke up these
fraternal relations is ajm employing the
bloody foroe of coercive despotism to hold
the angry elements in an impossible em-
brace. Tbe employment ef ooeroion is it-
self a dissolving of tbe Union. Mr. Lin-col- o's

army ie a wedge tbat is driving the
sundered sections apart eternally. When
the North relinquishes tbe right of coer-
cion, tb South bas declared her . readiness
submit all our difficulties to a Convention
of all the States, as provided for ia tbe
Constitution. It never will, aod it never
ought to give up before. Tbe safety of aU
the States demands that this matter should
be settled forever, and settled against the
monstrous claims of the Federal Govern-
ment. If it bas this right of State-ooe- r
cion, there ie no State whioh may, not,
eome time, be made to feel its bloody band.
