I may be allowed,
perhaps, to give to the public somo of
tho fruits resulting from this sermon ;

for it murt bo romumbered Mr. Given
had not completed his discourso, when
it commenced bearing fruit abundant-
ly, and tho sequel of what I have to
say will show from what kind of a troo
this fruit has descended. .

Just at this time an
other crowd came up, moro wicked
than the first, knocked off his hat, hit
him a blow on his head, damning "tho
old nliolitionist, and peremptorily de-

manded that ho should leave tho
ground.

Now 1 think if Mr. Given was an
honest man, after seeing such fruits, it
would be tho last ctlort he would make
to preach pro-slaver- y doctrine ; and I
am quite sure if tho reverend gentle
man v;is as honest as ho should be, ho
would havo given somo moro of the
Apostlo's regulations of slavery. For
illustration, something of This kind:
"And yo masters, do tho eamo things
unto them (servants) forbearing threat
oning, knowing that your master also
is in heaven ; neither is there respect
ot persons with hnn. Eplt. vt, 9. "Mas
tors, give unto your servunts that
which is just and equal, knowing thnt
yoRlsohavea master." Col. iv, 1. Here
tho masters aro required not to uso
threatening to their servanU, and then
to give them a jit3t and equal compen-
sation for the services rendered. This
is tho servitude tho Apostlo regulates ;

and these regulations aro attomptod to
bo appliod to a system ot legalized hu
man butchery (American BlaveryJ-th-e

servitude, which is tho servitude
of tho Bible, can live well, and live long
under theso regulations) but Ameri-
can slavery could not live one hour.
The very firstbreath it would draw of

Remove all force from
slavery, and civo the slaves a iust and
equal equivalent for all thoy do, and
tho last thread ot the system is onniht
luted. ' ,S. W, Z.
