Tlis morning, about eleven o'clock,
the Luttle was opened by the advanee
of Buckner, strenghtened by Nicker-
son's brigade, from Joe. Johnston's ar-
my. The fight commenced in the vi-
cinity of Widow Glenn's, on the road

{ lending from MeLemore's Cave to Chat-

lanooga,

The ficrconess of the nssault together
with the Meager displuy of our force
on the right—which, however, was al-
5o attacked by way of diversion—led
the General to believe thut the enemy
wont{-mlpluh'\l to uttract attention on
our right, while he hurled an over-
whelmning foree against our teft, turn.
ing it, and cutting off our communica-
tion with Chattanooga,

The rebel programme swas fully un-
derstood lust night, and from dark un-
til daylight troops were continually in
motion, being shifted to meet the vmer-
goney.  The blow fell where it was ex-
pected.

The enemy, who anticipated an ea-
sy vietory, was complotely foiled.  In-
stead of the 21at Avmy Corps, (Critten-
den's,) alone, the confident and exult-
ing forees of the enemy, ineladiyg the
choice troops of Longstreet, thund” the
corps of-Gon. Thomas, and, in addition,
Davis' division, from MeCook's corps,
drawn up tomeet them,

The attack wus 4 fieree and bloody
one.  Gen. Jeft, C. Davis had scarcely
moved his divigion into pasition, when
the enemy camo dashing at him.

Burly in the action, an impetuons
chaprge by the rebels, toward the fi-
mous Loomis Battery, was suceessiul,
and five out of wix Pieroty guns were
eaptured.

Goeneral Reynolds lost heavily, but
stubbornly held his position, driving
the enemy, but never leaving his line,
Palmer, who was overwhelmed, fuiled
to get off his whole battery, and two
guns wero lost.
