MR, DOUGLAS' LAST LETTER.

Cureaun, May 10, 1861,

My Dear Simv: Being deprived of
the use of my arms at prescut, by o
severe aftack of rheumatism, I am com-
polled to avail myselt of the services
of an amanucnsis m reply Lo your two
lettogs.

It soems that some of my friends are

. unable to comprehend the difference
betwoen argnments used in favor of an
equitable compromise with the hope of
averting the horpors of war, and those
urged in support of the Government
and flag of our country, when war is
being waged ngainst the United States
with the avowed purpose of producing
o permanent disruption of the Union,
and a total destruction of the Guvern-
ment.

Atl hape of compromise with the Catton
States was abandoned when they assumed
the position that the soparatwon of the
Uiion was final, and that they never
wonld consent to @ reconstruction in any
contingency—noteven i we wonld furnish
them with a UWank sheat of paper and
permit them to preseribe their own terms,
