In our
room wo havo wooden bunks in all
the others tho prisoners sleep on the
floor. There is nogluss in tho windows,
only canvass blinds. I could tell you
much more, but will' defer it until I
hear from this.'

INVOUT19ATB OCClBREXt'E. '
Our city was. tho scene of much ex-

citement on Saturday uflcnoon last,
which, at ono time, threatened to ter-

minate most disastrously. The facts
as wo havo learned thum, aro as fol-

lows:

Somo of tho votcrnns of tho 17th
Reg. "merry and noisy with wino,"
learning that a citizen wcn ing "blue
breeches" had proclaimed himself "a
good a butternut us Vallandighnm,"
started out to find tho man, determin-

ed to strip off of him tho portion of the
Federal uniform ho was wearing and
disgracing without authority. In their
rounds they came upon tho City Mar-

shal who cautioned them to bo still,
whereupon tho boys disdaining all re-

straint and disliking tho Marshal par-

ticularly, becamo more noisy and fol

lowed him up Maiu street to Siilbrd's
storo in front of which ho stopped
whereupon tho boys gathering round
shouted all kinds of nonsense Tho
noiso and excitement soon gathered a

largo crowd, when Union citizens fear

ing troublo interposed and succeeded
in getting tho most excited of the sol

dicrs away from the sceno of growing
difficulty and ns far up as tho Public
square. At this moment when the cri
sis soomcd to have passed somo little
boys who had climcd to the top of Mrs.

Siihory's building, adjoining tho Eaglo
office, knocked off a loose brick which
camo tumbling down into tho crowd
with a crash, when, with the "rapidity
of thought," the report circulated that
a "soldier had been struck with a
brick thrown from tho Engle office."

At this critical moment a poor but
doubtless well meaning fool boastingly
declared in the presence and hearing
of the soldiers his intention to "de-

fend tho Euglo against their attack"
and immediately started up tho steps
for Unit purpose. This foolish threat,
coupled with Jie falling of tho brick
above alluded to scorned greatly to ex-

asperate tho soldiers, and one of them
picked up tho brick and pitched it up
tho staii'wny after tho "bravo man,"
who was on Iris way to "protect" the
then undisturbed Eagle. IJoliiejfard-- !

ner, for this was tho man's name, pick-

ed up the brick and attempted to throw-i-

into tho crowd, but was prevented
from executing Ms purposo by some of
tho employees of tho Eaglo office who
seized him, but most unfortunately, in
tho scuflle, tlu) brick fell and came
bounsing down the hall, striking a
soldier on tho foot in its descent. All
efforts to restrain the boys now proved
unavailing. Like ft etof infuriated
wild hearts they rushed up the stair-
way seized 3otnegardner by the hair
and dragged liim down the steps into
the street, and but for the interposition
of Union citizens, would most proba-

bly lmvo given him a sevcro beating.
Tlie call was 'now made upon tho

Eaglo to put out its colors, whereupon
Judge Wright with tho best of motives
fmt out the colors of tho office a sort
of a nondescrip half national half
confederate halfFrench concorn,vith
stars on the blue field, with stripes of
three colors red, white and blue, and
with tho inscription "Justice, law and
order." Upon tho nppenranco of this
flag tho boys seemed satisfied took
of their hats ai.d cheered lustely, but
as tho colors swung to tho breeze, they
soon discovered its partizan character,
and when a few rattle brained silly
boys, always nnxioiw to seo trouble
cried out "that's a butternut flag, that's
Olds' lnottoo," ."them's not tho colors
you fight under," "take it down" up
tho boys went liko ft shot and down
camo tho flag, and out of tho window
camo tho papers, and into pio went a
portion of tho typo. ,

About this time, Mitchell Morris,
opeuly declared that "tho soldiers were
a set of d-- m cutthroats." Ho had
hardly uttered tho foul calumnly
when he was struck by a dozen sol-

diers, and but for his retreat to "Reb-

el-& Kutz's abolition hole'" aided by
Union men, ho nover would havo lived
to know what stiuck him.

During tho whole of this unfortu-

nate aud disgraceful oecurrcneo Union
men woro doing all in their power to
sootho tho passions of the excitod sold-

iers, nnd prevent any and every at-

tack upon either person or property;
and but for tho efforts of Creed, Tall-madg-

Martin, Clarko, Wagenhals,
Capts. Clarke and Noles, and Lieut.
Cornwell, and others, tho riot would
have been much more general, and the

injury to person and property much
moro serious. By their efforts the
mob was finally quelled, and further
damago to property prevented.

Tho attack upon tho Eaglo was not

preconcerted. It was induced by tho

This mob and all similar occur

ronccs, wo dosiro distinctly to say,
moots with our hearty disapproval and
condemnation. We havo nover yet
boon found to justify them, and trust,
never shall. Always wrong their
pnly result is to inflict injury upon the
innoceut. Good men will discounten- -

ancp them, and fools alpno epeourago.

Producod by tho most trifling circum
stances, uo man can tell, when, the end
will be, or whero. " - '

A (tor tho mob was qncllod aod It
was quelled wholly by tho Instrumen
tality of Union men a few contempt-
ible demagogues, ever anxious to man-

ufacture political capital, seizing ev-

er)' opportunity to heap insult upon
thoir opponents, circulated the report
that tho "soldiers were not to blame,"
"Tlmf l.llf '.. lw. .,.....n.w.m,...t
Union citizens tho Eaglo would not
havo boon interfered with." These re-

ports were as grossly fulso and un- -

just'as wero the threats of retaliation
silly artd impolitic both calculated

to produce irritation, and cause future
trouble. With reference to tho future
we counsel moderation, forbearance,
and concession. Let all men bo tem-

perate in speech and act. It is
useless to disguiso tho fact that wo

aro upon tho brink of great troublo,
and that tho most trifling circumstanco
may precipitate violence and blood-

shed. It cannot be concealed that a

particular class of men are odious to
the soldiers. The causes of irritation,
and motives for aro so well
understood that wo need not repeat
them here. Accepting the presence of
tho soldiers as a fact accepting tho
mutual excitement and hatred as a
fact anticipating trouble, and labor-

ing to circumvent it, let the good cit-

izens of all parlies mako especial effort
to removo all causes and prevent all
acts calculated to provoke strife.
