David Anlt, a
private of his former company, was
dotailed to remain with him, which
he did nntil his death, when he buried
him with his own hands. Aalt was
taken to Libby Prisonand on the way
to Danville, Va., he uncoupled the
cars, and with thirty others, escaped,
all of whom were retaken but himself.
Through West Virginia he made his
way to this county.

Col. Cupp was an esteemed citizen,
and proved a popular and energetic
officer. Brave in his life, he said he
was not afraid to die. He will be
buried to-morrow with military honois
and Masonic ceremonies.
