The departure of thoXalional Guard
from tba.StaUa, ia ibo service of the
country, will necessarily work much
individual hardship. . Ia niany'-caso- s
in each county,-lam- i lien of .laboring
men.'dcpendont on the daily labor for
bread will be left almost wholly unpro-
vided for. The compensation of the
soldier will not enablo'liim to provide
for daily wants of his family. We
who remain 'at homo, protected by the
patriotism and. sacrifice of these noble
men, must not permit their families to
6uffer. ' Tho prompt response of the
Guard to tho call, has reflected honor
upon our State. Wo must not sully it

" neglecting the wants of those our
gallant troops leave bohind.

No 6uch stain must rest upon tho
fair character of our people As or-
ganised is better than individual ac-
tion, I suggest to tho people, of the
several counties that they promptly
raise by voluntary contribution, a suf-
ficient sum to. meet the probable wants
of the families of tho Guard, who may
require did, and plnce tho money in the
hands of the military committeo of the
county for appropriation and distribu-
tion. Tho committee can designate
one or two men in each township, (sjho
will cheerfully take tho trouble and
labor of passing upon all cases in their
townships, nud of drawing and paying
such appropriation as may bo made to
thorn. Citizens, let this fund bo ainplo

let those whom God, has blessed
wilh abundanco contribute to it freely.
It is not a charity, to which you may
give grudgingly. It is payment of
only part the dobt all owo to brave
men who have responded to tho call ol
tho country, and whoso action is ward-
ing off from us deadly perils and sav.
ing us from nioro serious sacrifices
AVhat is all your wealth to you if your
Government bo subverted? What is
the value of your stores if your public
credit or finances bo ruined, or robol
armies invade and travorso your State?
Bo liberal and generous, then, in this
emergency lot no mother, wife or
child of tho Guard want comforts of
mo Uuring the hundred days, and lot
these noble men fool, on thoir return,
that the people of tho Stato apprecia-
ted, and have, to some extont, relieved
the sacrifices they ho promptly made
in the hour of the country's need. As
these families do not come witbin tho
means provided by tho relief law, wo
must look to voluntary contribution to
provide for them. In uid of them I
feci authorized to appropriate tho sum

f $3,000 from tho Military Contingent
Fund. This sum will bo apportioned
among tho several countioa in propor-
tion to tho number of the guard drawn
from each, and tho chairman of the
--Military Conimitteo early notified of
tiio amount subject to Ins order. In
many cases men have left crops part-
ly planted, and fields sown, that in
duo time must bo harvested or lost.
In each township and county thcro
(should be associations of mon who will
resolve that to tho best of thoir ability
they will attend to theso things.

It is not ouly the dictate of patriot-
ism, but of good citizenship, that we
make an extra exertion to savo tho
c rops to the country, uml tho uccruing
value of tho owners, who, instead of
looking to seed lime and harvest, are
defending us front invasion and do
htruulioii.

Men of the cities and towns When
the harvest is ready for tho reaper,
give H few days of your timo, and go
forth by dozens and fifties to the work.
The labor may be severe, but the o

will bo small, and the rollection
of the good you huvo done will nioro
than compensate you for it all. In
this contest for the supremacy ol our
Government and the salvation of our
country, Ohio oecujiica a proud posi-
tion. Jlor standard must not bo low-

ered. Jtuthcr let us advance it to thu
front. No brighter glory can he

on it than will result from a
prompt und generous support to the
Jiiiuilies of tliO Guard. Let iih nil to
tho work.

ANNUAL TAXES FOR 1164.
The attention of Is hereby called to the

provisions of the United States Exoise Law relative
to theaaaessiuent ot ann'PI taxea.

By the sixth seotinn of the act of Tuly 1, 1862, it ia
made the duty ol all persons, partnerahips, firms, as-
sociations, or corporation!, made liable to anv annual
duty, licnn.e.or tax, on or before tin firtl Uoniay oj
ptutj i, ncn yr, 10 niuxe a usi or return w tne as-
sistant Assessor of the Piitrict where located of the
amount or annual income, the article or ohjocte
charged wilh a nodal tax, and the business or occu-
pation liable to pay any license.

Every person who shall fail to make such return hy
thx day specified will be liable to be assessed by the
Aacsor according to the best information which he
can obtain ; and in such case tbe Assessor ia reaulred
to add lifty per centum to the amount of the iteuis of
au'.'n list.

Every person who shall deliver lo an Assessor any
falae or rrndulent list or statement, with in tout to
evade the valuation or enumeration required by law,
ia subiect to a line of five hundred dollars: and in
audi cusp the list will be mado out by the Assessor or
Aasistsnt Assessor, and from tbe vnluation and enu-
meration so made there can be no appeal.

1'aynient of the annual taxes, except those for li-

cences, will not be demanded until the thirtieth day
of June.
