The Charleston Sentinel wounld have
us believe that our item of week before
last in reference to the whipping of cer-
tain bunko men, in that town, was not
founded on faet. But the Sentinel it-
self is not well informed. The party
who gave us the information of the
whipping is a man of undoubted verac-
ity, and he again assures us that the
facts were sustantially as we stated
them. The Sentinel has fallen asleep
on its post for once.

San Francisco is being seriously dam-
aged by the agitation going on there
Just at present. Trade and enterprise
are paralyzed, bankers refuse to loan
money, and everything is at a stand-
still. A dozen riots wherein a thous-
and lives were lost would mnot prove
more disastrous fo the city, saye a cor-
respondent of the New York Herald,
than the threats of Kearney and his
followers, on one hand, to hang the
prominent citizens’ Union Association,
and that of the Vigilants, on the other,
to string up Kearney himself.

The Chinese question is being trans-
ferred from the Pacific slope to New
York. Manhattan is crowded with the
Celestials, who have taken absolute
possession of Mott streetand havedriv-
en out the Italians who formerly don-
gregated there. The New Yorkers are
disposed to receive the heathen in a
friendly manner, and the ladiez, dis-
gusted with the servant girls of the me-
tropolis, are anxious to secure Chinese
domestics in their place. The new ar-
rivals will find no difficulty, it is said,
in securing all the work they want,

The New York Sun says the original
announcment that eViadetsky’s bullet
tore Gen. Melikoff’s clothes, but did
not touch his person, is now explained
by the statement that his life was sav-
ed by a chain shirt worn under his uni-
form. Were a census taken of the
chain shirts and metalic breastplates
worn at this time by official personages
in Russia, it would probably prove very
large. These costumes can hardly be
comfortable; but a return to mediseval
armor seems to be the outcome of cling-
ing to the governmental notions prev-
alent in the Dark Ages.

The resolutions adopted by the Na-
tional Union Greenback party, famil-
farly known as “the Brick Pomery
Greenback party,” were framed by
Brick Pomeroy himself, and are very
radical in their character. They de-
clare that the United States bonds shail
be paid in greenbacks; are opposed to
any interference by Congress with the
official vote of a State as declared by
the State authorities; favor female suf-
frage; oppose theissue of United States
bonds for any purpose whatever; and
favor aid by the Government to all
heads of families seeking homes on
Government lands.

The paper-makers of the West are
making a vigorous war upon the prop-
osition to remove the duty upon all ar-
ticles that enter into the manufacture
of printing paper. This is remarkable
in view of the fact that they claim the
present high priceof paper is due to the
cost of imported articles that enter into
its manufacture. In the very nature
of things they should favor the remov-
alof theduty. An explanation of their
condact is probably given in the sug-
gestion that they fear a repeal of the
duty on material used in the manufac-
ture of paper will be only a preliminary
step to the repeal of the duty ou paper
itself.

A goo.. deal of fun is baing poked at
the Nihilist would-be assassins on ac-
count of their bad marksmanship. In
justice to the young man, Wolodesky,
Meadelski, Viadetsky, Modesky—these
are afuw of the variations of his name
given by the cable—it should be stated
that he aimed straight; anhd that the
Russian diotator would be to-day sun-
ning bimself in another world had he
not fortanately worn a coat-of-mail un-
der his uniform. Nor did Meadelski,
eto., stop at the first shot, but was pre-
paring to fire a second time when seiz-
ed by the bystanders. He is above the
avarage Nibilist In courage, determina-
tion and marksmanship.

The iatest sevession movement is out
in the Rocky Mountains, in the Terri-
tory of Montana. TLe pioneers and
huntets of that section are talking, and
talking loudly, of seceeding from the
Union, and uniting their fortunes with
Canada. Their complaint against the
Government is that their mails a1e very
irregular and badly attended to, If the
United States does not care, says their
organ, the Helena Herald, to provide
them with proper mail facilities, they
will apply tosome other power where
they will be better treated. If insufi-
cient mail service is a good ground for
secession, there is hardly a county in
any Btate but could find an excuse for
severing its connection with the Un-

ion. 7
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There was a good deal of crowing
done by the Republicans of Maine a few
days since over the investigation they
were making into the acts and pro-
ceedings of the Fuslonists, when the
latter held control of the State governe
ment. The legislative investigating
committee had unearthed all manner
of rascalities, they declared, and had
evidence sufficient to indict every mem-
ber of the Governor’s council. Of late,
however, the Republicans have, to a
great extent, dropped the investigation
and seem willing to allew the late con-
troversy to drop altogether out of no-
tice. The truth is that they have
found such overwhelming evidence ac-
cumalating to prove an attempted brib-
ery on the part of White, Hale's
Young man, that they saw that if they
kept up this investigation much longer
they would injure themselves far more
tban the Democrats or Greenbackers,
and they are now, therefore, very, anx-
ious to abandon it.

{{The Republican party of Alissouri
(what there is of it) is split wide open.
Last Friday, the Btate Central Com-
mittee met in Turner Hall, St. Louis,
as per previous notice, George H.
Shields, an anti-Grant man, in the
chair. After & little skirmishing, the
Grant men, who were in the majority,
deposed Mr. Bhields, and elected Mr.
Filley in his stead. After that the
Grant men had everything their own
way, and showed no quarter to the
“respectables.” Mr. Bhields the de-
posed chsirman, picked up the minute-
book of the committee and left in dis-
gust.

Altogether it is a very pretty litte fam-
ily quarrel which promises to grow
more bitter as timerolls on. Butinthe
meantime Grant will get a solid delega-

tion from Missouri.

The parishes of Quachita, Richland
and Caldwell, says the New Orleans
Denocrat, have been visited by a

plague which threatens grave injury
to the crops from a gnat similar to the
buffalo gnat, which has visited these
parishes in swarms during the day-
time. They do not attack human be-
ings, but assail horses, mules and cat-
tle.

The effect on the horses and mules
has been to give them a colic and grav-
el, apparently poisoning the entiresys-
tem, causing death in about six hours
from the time they are attacked. The
animals walk about apparently in great
agony until they drop dead. Cattle
are affected in a similar manner, only
the effect is not so severe, but frequent-
ly causing the animals to rush intothe
streams and drown themselves.

This plague appeared first in Colum-|
bia, Caldwell parish, covering an area
of about six miles. The area affected
has gradually increased at the rate of
about eight miles in twenty-four hours,
until it has reached Bayou Maeon and
Tensas on the east, and as far north as
Monroe and Rayville. The loss of
stock has been simply frightful, and
has for the present stopped all farming
operations in the sections afflicted, as
four-fifths of the animals attacked die.

The losses in Caldwell parish will
now reach $15,000, and the loss in
Quchita is not less than $20,000. The
gnat resembles the ordinary house fly,
about half the size, black in color,
wings large, extending beyond the

body. No preventive has yet been
found, except by stabling the steck and
and making smoke heaps. A Jlarge
number of planters and farmers are in
New Orleans renewing their supply of
stock. The'extent of this evil can
surmised from the statement that not
naiuﬁla plow is now running in the
parish of Caldwell.
