tine. When spots disappear, wash

—Paint, pitch or tar can be removed
from cloth or wood by rubbing it with
turpentine. If the paint has become dry,
put a few drops of the turpentine on the
Bpot, and let it stand a short time; then
rub the spot, and if all the paint is not
removed, repeat the work. When en-
tirely gone, rub off with aleohol.

—Bread Pudding.—To one quart of
boiling sweet milk add the same quanti-
ty of cold bread crumbs, light bread or
biscuit; mix and beat three eggs and one
c‘af) of sugar together; then one cup of
cold milk and one-half cup of butter.
Pour this into the boiling milk, season
with nutmeg and set in the oven to
brown. Serve warm, with cream.

—If you want your chickens to grow
fost feed them on oatmeal scalded with
sweet or sour milk. Don't make the
feed wet er sloppy, nor give more at
once than will be eaten up clean. Only
prepare as much at once as will be all
eaten before any fermentation takes
Elace in it. Where oatmeal can not be

ad, fine cornmeal or cracked wheat
similarly treated and administered will
answer a very good purpose.

—Boston Cream Cakes.—Half pound
butter, three-fourths pound of flour,
eight egz, one pint of water; stir the
butter into the water, which should be
warm; set it on the fire in a pan and let
it boll, stirring it often; when it boils,
stir in the flour; let it boil one minute,
take it off and let it cool; beat the egos
light and stir into this eooled paste; bake
in small buttered pans ten minautes,
filling them half full.

—Take a pint of molasses or its equiv-
alent in sugar to agallon of water, put
into an open-mouthed jar or keg. Put
ip a half pint of raw corn to ten gallons;
cover with netting to keep out insects.
Put it in a moderately warm place, and
let it work until clear. This will take
from ten to twenty days. Now pour
off the clear part, w out dregs and
corn, return the clear part to the keg,
shake it up occasionally, and you will
soon have good vinegar which will not
be poison.

—In washing colored cotton goods
‘there are a great number of ways by
which the color may be preserved. For
buffs or gray linen a tablespoonful of
black pepper to a pailful of water will
“‘get’’ the color and not harden the water
at all. Letthe articles to be washed soak
in this water a half hour or so and then
wash as usual. It is excellent for black
or colored cambrics or muslins, and with
ordinary good washing these articles can
be kept looking new a long time. The
suds should be made with the water in
which the black pepier was putand in
which they were soaked. Bulls and grey
are not easily spotted after having been
%vashed in the pepper water. It notonly
prevents fading but keeps the color from
* running."”’

—Chocolate Cake.—Two cups of gran-
ulated sugar; one cup of butter; whites
of eight e beaten to a froth; one cup
of sweet milk, three full cups of sifted
flour, and three nful of baking
powder.

—Before putting down carpets, if
moths are feared, procure some pulver-
ized salt and alum, or hot alum water.

come up and do mischief. If there are
moths’ e in the carpet, they can be
destro qgﬁ a crash towel out
of eold water, sp it dow:n on the
carpet, and then going over it with a
very hot iron. Go all over the carpet in
this way, and the steam will destroy
both eggs and i . This takes time
but is.the most e method for the
annihilation of these pests.

A Chafler on Carpets.
In the purchase of a carpet, like any-
thing else sustaining nruch wear, the
best of its kind is always the cheapest.
In the various Brussels and velyets the
back should be firm and the pile close
and thick. For three-plies, i i
etc., the entire weave should be close,
with no loosely-drawn threads on top, as
is often the case in’' large figures. All
raised figures wear off first, and extreme-
ly brilliant colors show fade and soil

| quicker than subdued colors or neutral

tints. Now that we have patent exhib-
itors that seem to display a thousand
yards at once, no one need remain in
doubt one minute as to how a pattern
will look when on the floor. Itis al-
ways best to know the exact size of the
room to be fitted, and have the figures
matched where purchased.

Be certain it lies smooth and even on
the floor, as ever so small a bulk will
soon show wear. Always place some-
thing under to lessen the friction, par-
ticularly under stair earpets. Paper will
answer if nothing better is at hand, but
for rooms and halls straw is much su-

rior, as the dust passes through it and
ies on the fleor. With velvets, Brus-
sels, ete., make it a rule to sweep but
little. FPick everything off that can be
gathered in that way, and use dust-pan
and brush, brushing the dust right into
the pan, and neyer sweeping it the
length of the room as is common with
other carpets.

Give plenty of air without allowing the
sun to strike constantly on one spot, as
through a door or window. Stained
spots may be greatly benefited by the
{'ndicinus use of analine dyes, and it will
righten faded colors to dampen them
with water in which a small quantity of
spirits of ammonia and borax has been
mixed. A new broom should be kept
for the use of carpets that are to be
vept, as woolen carpets wear off very
fast if swept with old. stiff, short brooms,
and pieces of oil cloth or oil cloth mats
slmuh be used in front of the grate or
stove.

On festive occasions, when dancing
and promenading are the * crder of the
day,”! a cover of unbleached muslin
stretched tightly over the carpet will
preserve it unsullied. Ithasalwaysbeen
our custom to change the strips of carpet
as they become worn, ripping them apart
and putting the ontside strips in the
center, changing again and again as
lomg as there is any beauty or wear in
it, and finally cutting across the middle
and turning the ends together. The
strips meed not all be cut one length and
the seams will not all come in a line—
then it can be renovated with a border.

f course such a carpet descends in the
social scale, from parlor to bed-room and
dining-room, and finally finishes off in
the kitchen, where it can be pieced out
to proper size with oil cloth.

The most common insect we have to
contend with is the moth, and after hav-
ing the binding eaten off from several
carpets I have learned that a slight dust
of Scotch snuff around where the carpets
are tacked will keep them away. " Salt
is good but draws dampness. Strips of
paper dipped in turpentine or carbolic
acid and placed under the edges are also
good, but seent a room so strongly that
it is very unpleasant. A wet towel
spread over a suspected harbor of the
insects and pressed with a hot flat-iron
is sure death, but needs to be repeated
often. :

To cleanse a carpet on the floor, clean,
damp sawdust is very,good swept back
and forth. It catches the dust, and will
not soil even delicate*colors. A broom
dipped in a large pan or pail of water
and drawn across a few feet at a time—
di]:})ing the broom afresh in the water
and not having it too wet—is a good
method.. The water m need chang-
ing and a piece of oilcloth should be
placed under the vessel of water. When
a carpet is lifted from the floor, give a
thorough shaking, then hang across a
line, and whip with long withes. This
is all that most carpets need. If there
is grease on it, spread on a clean floor,
use a brush, hot water, soap, and plenty
of spirits of ammonia, rub both sides and
rinse.

Rag carpets may be scrubbed with a
broom to very good advantage, after-
ward banging to dry. If very dirty soak
first.

A foreigm letter in the Boston Journal
tells the following concerning the

paration of sardines: ‘These little finny |

creatures are canght in nets, and after
being well washed the heads are cut off
and the fish are sprinkled l.iﬁhtly with
fine salt. After laying for a few hours
they are placed on grids in rows almost
perpendicular. e frames are then
placed in pans containing boiling olive
oil. This oil is ¢ as often as it
becomes too black and dirty for contin-
uing the cooking process. As soon as
the fish are considered sufficiently
cooked they are withdrawn from the
pans of oil, and the grids are placed on
tables eovered with zinc, the surface of
the table inclining towards a groove in
the center. The oil is thus earried to a
vessel prepared to receive it. Around
these tables stand the women whose
business it is to pack the fish closely
and uniformly in boxes. The boxes
being full, the fish are covered with
fresh oil, and the lids of the boxes are
then soldered down. Thus hermeti-
cally sealed thay are placed in a wire
basket and immersed in boiling water.
The smaller boxes are thus boiled for
about an hour, and the larger ones
somewhat longer, in proportion to the
size of the box. The fish are then
ready for the market, and being packed
in cgaes, are sent to the ends of the
earth.
