—To prevent ingrowing toe-nails: Cut

or scrape a groove down the center and
p-a:.]m the e off gqnare; never cut the
sides. .

. —To preserve flowers in water: Mix
a little salfpetre or carbonate of soda with
water, and it will preserve them for two
weeks.

—Always start a horse with the voice,
never with the cut of & whip. In start-
ing, turn a little to one side; in stopping,
when going up a hill, do the same.

—Rust may be removed from steel
knives by mbbintithem on: a piece of
smooth board with acork dipped in 2
mixture of fine emery powder and sweet
oil. When the rust has been removed,
heat the- blades until they are too hot to
be held in the hand, and rub them with
paraffine. Repeat this twice and polish
with a piece of flannel. This method
will preserve either iron or steel from
rust.

—Beef Soup for Invalids.—Take one
and a half pounds of lean beef, one ounce
of rice or barley, pepper and salt, and
one and a half pints of eold water; di-
vide the meat into small pieces; put this
in astone jar, covering it tightly; then
place the jar in a vessel with hot water,
and let it remain in the oven for four
hours. By uncovering the jar at the end
of the cooking you ean, of course, very
much inerease the strength of the soup.

—The most frequent cause of the fail-
ure of youmg apple trees is the borer.
This pest is a beetle which lays its eggs
on the bark of apple trees necar the

und. The egg produces a black-
eaded white worm, which bores under
the bark and goes around the tree, often
completely destroying it. The remedy
is to wash the stems of the trees near the
ound with thick lime-wash, or to wash
them with a mixture of cow-dung, clay
and ashes, made into thick puddle; the
tree should be examined atonce and every
borer taken out with a sharp chisel; the
wounded bark will grow again if this
is done now. This should be done every
fall and spring.

—A very pretty device for a scrap-bag
is made from t{e somewhat peculiar
straw hats to be found in the Japanese
stores, or even from the grass hats so
much worn last season at the summer
resorts. A piece of fancy colored satin
about. three-eighths of a yard in depth
forms the bag, the lower edge of which
is eaught to the crown inside of the hat,
and the upper edge drawn up with a rib-
bon or cord. The sides of the hat are
drawn back and fastened to the crown
on the outside and finished with grasses
or flowers and a small ribbon bow. The
whole thing is made complete by a nar-
row pleating of satin ribbon put on just
inside the brim.

—Tapioca Pudding.—Three ounces of
tapioea, three gills of milk, one table-
spoonful of sugar, two eggs, one salt-
spoon of grated nutmeg. Coverthe tap-
joca with cold water twelve hours be-
fore the pudding is to be prepared, and
let it snu!l)i in this until required. Drain
the tapioca, when about to use, thor-
oughly of the water, put into a saucepan
and pour over it the milk ; place it over
the fire and stir slowly until the milk
boils. Take the saucepan from the fire,

lace the eggs and sugar in a bowl, and

sating them to a cream, mix this with
the tapioca awd milk in the Bauce;lmu.
Grease with butter a deep pudding dish,
pour into it the pudding, sprinkle over
the top the grated nutmeg, and put all to
bake in a moderate oven for half an hour.

Ralsing Swine,

L. G. Hoaps. an experienced hog
breeder, gives the American Stockman
the following practical suggestions for
successful lwf rni:linﬁz *“ Do not quit
raising and feeding hogs; take better
care of them; feed a greater variety of

. food; have better pastures; keep your
yards all cleaned up; tear down or else
clear out and thoroughly disinfect your
old hog houses and sheds, for here is
where the hog cholera lurks. Keep all
places where your hogs sleep well disin-
fected, and give them plenty of good,
pure, fresh water. Have a good, clean
place in which tofeed. Do not feed in
the mud. Feed regularly. Do not feed
too much at a time, but feed often, and
make them eat it up clean. Salt your
hogs often. Donot rely on any patented
hog cholera nostrums to save your hogs,
for if you do you are gone. But keep
everything about Jyour yards and sleep-
ing houses clean.”

The Farmer’s Garden.

The farmer's garden is usually, or at
least often, *‘a by-word and a hissing."’
It is small business to potter by hand
here when farm work is pressing and
your team might plow two acres for corn
or drill in ten acres of oats or barley, or

slant twelve of corn with the patent two-
]wrse srower.” But if the garden is
long and narrow, and planted in rows,
not beds, the plowing and harrowing
and most of the marking and cultivation
can be done with the team, and a very
little time each week will give us the es-
gentials. The perennial or permanent
vegetables, like asparagus, rhubarb, etc.,
and.all berry plants and bushes should
be at one side or both in rows with spaces
for horse cultivation, and the long rows
of, annuals. down through the middle.
A 'row each of beets, ‘onions, Swedes,
céfery, cabbages, cauliflowers, and sal-
isfy, and half a row each of cucum!wrs,
squashes, melons, tomatoes, radishes
and lettuce, will do nicely, a.nd two rows
each of peas (in succession), Lima beans,
sweet corn and early potatoes will make
out,quite a respectable farmer’s len
—all that most farmers can afiord to
plant and till. Then two or three hours
each week witly horse and man and cul-
tivator and hoe, will make a far better
garden really than as many days of a
gardener with e and hoe, working
on patches and beds and alleys, laid out
to please the eye, _If you can afford the
latter, all right. Most farmers cannot,
and the row ]Yhm described is, I think,

the only one likely to sécure % ::i;l;:

ke
en-gardens on most farms.
dcngia unfenced except from the road,
and these en rows can be joined on
to rows of corn or in an adja-
cent field, the garden is sure of tillage at
least when the field gets it, and the extra
labor is little felt. And itis easier to
fence the fowls than the vegetables.—
Rural New Yorker. -

Student Life in Paris---The Latin Quar-
° - ter. e &

I you have a map of Paris by yon,
start from the Seine by the Rue des
Saints-Peres, across the Boulevard St
Germain, up the Rue de Rennes, easterly
and northerly along the Boulevards
Montparnasse, Port Royal, St. Marcel
and de I'Hospital, and along the river
back to the starting point; yon will then
have made the circuit of the Latin Quar-
ter of to-day; a vast, crowded part of the
city in which the students no longer pre-
dominate, and containing a heterogene-
ous mixture of factories.r[lospitals, muse-
ums and tenements, schools, monasteries
and churches. One side of this broad
district swells up into the Meontagne-
Ste.-Genevieve, crowned by that most

, picturesque group formed' of the dome

of the Pantheon, the irregular mass of
the Church of St. Etienne du Mont (in
which repose the sacred and miracle-
working bones of Ste. Genevieve, patron-
saint of Paris), and the erumbling tower
of the old Lycee Napoleon. From this
height, which eommands all Paris, the
crowded labyrinth of narrow, crooked
streets and tall and ancient houses, lean-
ing in picturesque confusion to north
and south, east and west, slopes down
to the river, erossed and quartered by
the two elegant but prosaically modern
boulevards—St. Michel and St. Germain
—which have let air and light into the
gloominess of narrow streets and alleys
of the quarter.

Very dear to the student-heart is this
old and frequently odorous quarter. No
matter what his tastes he is sure to find
in the cher pays latin, something to grat-
ify them. If he isa lover of the pictur-
esque, what pleasure will he take in its
tortuous streets, its leaning houses its
incomprekensible and wonderful roofs,
spotted—I had almost said spattered—
with dormers and skylights in the strang-
est confusion! Here and there he will
stumble on some antiguated turret, or
ancient gable; or eateh little glimpses
throungh narrow and darkly-shaded al-
leys of some church cloister or carved
portal; and so on every side he finds
something to admire. Or if he love no-
ble architecture, there is Notre Dame in
clear view from almost any point; and
St. Etienne-du-Mont is t1e most pictur-
esque church in Paris; while the Panthe-
on is the most coldly elegant and impos-
ing edifice of the classic school. Here
are the trim towers and vast portico of
St. Sulpice, and in another direction is
the beautiful Hotel Cluny with its price-
less museum of art and antiquities. And
the artist ean hardly help spending hours
of ms time gazing into the fascinajing
windows of the print shops, or looking
through their portfolios, where at his
leisure he may examine photographs
and pamtings, sketches by famous mas-
ters, or engravings from the brain of
Durer, or Morghien, or Raimondi. In
these bookstores and stalls, sidewalk
booths, the book-worm will find the
works of countless dead and forgotten
anthors in ponderous black-letter tomes
with red edges, with quaint and edifying
dissertations on subjects that men were
once interested in, mingled with more
modern productions of every description,
text books and pamphlets, sermons and
disquisitions, essays and treatises in En-
glish, French, German, Latin, or Italian,
The student of history remembers that
here in ancient times took place those
formidable intellectual encounters be-
tween Duns Scotus from Britain and
Thomas from Italy; that here the friar
Bacon pondered and studied; and here
were laid the foundations of the glory of
that brilliant era which gave Louis XIV.
the title of the Sun-King, le Roi Soleil,
and whose ehief monument in the quarter
to-day is the Palace of the Institute of
France, which had its beginning in the
College des Quatre Nations established
by the Cardinal Mazarin. And perhaps
if this student be young and gay he will
sigh for the return of the early days of
the University, when it gave its name to
one-third the city, and its students were
not amenable to city laws, and no one
could arrest them for debt save.the Uni-
versity authorities themselves—and they

enerally would not. He forgets per-
1ps that in those days gas, and side-
walks, and the cafe chantanie and Thea-
ter Cluny and the Closerie des Lilas, and
other similar and elevating modern im-
provements, were unknown, and daggers
were sharp, and tempers hot and quick,
and books cost & small fortune.—Christ-
tun Union.

Printing a Newspaper Under Dificulties.

The Will of the People is the title of the
organ of the Nihilists in Russia. It ap-
pears in the most extraordinary way in
unexpected corness and when least look-
ed for. They say it is constantly to be
found on the toilet table of the Emperor
and under the pillows of statesmen and
Generals. The manner in which this
curious organ is printed is described at
length by the St. P stershurg eorrespond-
ent of the Manchester Guardian. The
office is a gloomy, miserable room at the
top of a house in a poor loecality. On
the door is an announcement of some
fictitious trade. The room is occupied
by a poor wretch, formerly a student; it
is wretchedly furnished. The bed ocen-

ies pretty nearly the entire room.
Evcrything is mean and squalid. The
owner of the apartment is editor, com-
positor, reporter, printer and publisher,
‘.Tmicr the mattress of the miserable bed
the type is hidden. Thence, when oc-
ecasion offers, it is transferred to the
multitudinous pockets of his great coat.
He goes outinto the streets with a diminu-
tive note book, hangs about public build-
ings, glares at people in authority, whom
he would kill if a glance could murder,
writes his ‘leaders” in a secluded
corner of a park, and rolls each page
into a pill to be swallowed on the ap-
proach of a policemsn. As soon as the
work is finished he steals home, locks
and barricades the door, gets out his
type and sets up the paper, which he
afterwards prints in a primitive manner,
and distributes through the streets, and
in cafes, and by ill other means known
to conspirators. This account of the
difficult, dangerous and painful duty
which that poor patient seribe performs
under the direction of an inexerable
committee, from whom he receives little
help, may or may not be in accordance
with truth; but there remains the unde-
niable fact that under thé very nose of
the terrible Third Section, despite all
the vigilance of the police, a sheet is
printed, published circulated, and
no man can put his hand upon those
who thus contribute to the literature of
revalution.
