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How to Grow an Osage Orange Hedge.

There are two methods of raising the
» one from seeds and the
other from cuttings of the root. The
tree is dicceous; that is, some of the
plants are male, bearing only staminate
flowers, while others bear pistillate
flowers and seeds, but both are alike
available for hedge purposes. Each
fruit produces a large number of seeds,
ahout 5,000 of them filling a quart meas-
nre. The tree is closely related to the
Mulberry and its large orange-shaped
berry is an ganon of numerous
seeds with thelr pulpy adherent mat-
ter closely compressecr together and ad-
herent.

It will not do to sow the oranges or
fruits in the soil in their natural state,
as it would be a great waste of seed and
the plants would come up in thick clus-
ters. The proger way is to buy the
seeds of some of our leading seedsmen
who have them by the bushel. The seed
is mainly procured in Texas or Arkan-
sas, and is obtained by washing the ripe
fruits in water until all the pulp is

and are ready for market. The seed |
shnuld be sown either in autumn or |
spring, choosing a good
manured garden soil,
| pulverized. Open drills with a hoe—as
you would for peas—from six to eight'
inches apart, sow the seed about two
inches apart and cover them about an |
inch and a half deep. When sown in
the autemn, they will not make their
appearance until next spring. When |
the plants are up all they need is an oc-

The two stocks
would then inter-cross with a thorough
blending of their whole organizations,
and with no lossof purity to the variety; |
and this would yield far more favorable |
results than a mere exchange of seeds.
Mix seeds of the same variety, grown in
different loealities, to grow your seeds.
Of plants which mix fu-nlv by wind and
insects we have Indian corn, clover,
beans, peas, beets, cabbage and the |
like. radishes, turnips, carrots, celery,
cucumbers, squashes, melons, lettuce,
onions, parsnips, salsify, tomatoes (the
latter to some extent).

The writer has been trying experi-
ments in this way with corn, beans and
apples. The gain in dent corn thus
crossed was as 153 to 100, and with black
wax beaus as 236 to 100. By raising

seed in the manner suggested we in-
crease the yield of ripe seeds from 100
to 236; surely an item well worth look-
ing after. I bave now seed corn and
seed beans, so crossed last year, for
