A correspondent of the Chicago
Times, writing from Oswego, Labette
County, Kan., in reference to the arrest
of t he McGregor tramps and their claim
to be member of the murderous Bender
family,, says:

The Benders are do.vl. I speak thin do--
elrfivt-l- bee:LUse 1 know whereof I speak. It
is not customary lor one to b ast of acts of
liiwii'-snis- n. ana it is nut in that euirit vtaut I
enter uixn tbe recital of the las!; chapter of
the Moody career of tno brutisu Henders.

"It ia not necessary tojritiutoa detailed
ncx iint of th." murders. In uoint of fact,
very little is actually known on that point. No
nm in the luntlof the 'irin-- r will have the hard'
iiUMxltosay tout he suw the tied;; done, ami
the licmlcra theinselvc-- s never made a con
fession t:i at I know of.- - The McUresior liars
were a little off in their description of the mur
ders, 'ihey Hlwaysnad Kate, or Magxio, ner
eousin, or John, cuttinirtno heads of tne vic-
tims to pieces with hatchets, whereas they
were invariably brained with a baaiin?r and
their t hroata cut.

The Menders, Jobji and his wife, and their
two children, Kule and John, kept a wayside
tavern about a mile a'ld a half outhe;ist of
Morehead Station on the roadlpa'linsr from in-
dependence to tho Osasro Mission. They were
there when I moved into the county two years
before the discovery of the butcheries, and
were well known then. Kate was a red-face- d.

d, square-shouldere- d amazon, ftr n;r
eifoufih to throw a bull by tho tail, and every-
body stood isi awe of her. She made a pre
tense of practicing the beaun? art, and was
known tar aud wide us a 'spiritualistic
doctor. iter cures were peimaneni,
and her remedy was a hammer. Decent
people avoided the Bender tavern. As tho
country hereabouts harbored a good muny des
peradoes about this time, no one careu to
raise a row, and the protest went no further
than avoidance. When search was instituted
for the body of Dr. York, in April, 1X73, sus-
picion was directed against the Benders, and
contrary to the general belief a close watch
waft kept on thoin for a while. They must
have been aware of the surveillance, for at
the first opportunity toey decamped. There- -
port that they took the train at Thayer, a sta
tion a lew miles north or cnerryvuie, ana went
to Humboldt, from which place they took
nassnee for Texas, is a mistake. They simply
bundled their goods into two wagons aud start-
ed for Indian Territory. They d id not pro
ceed at once to their destination, it, indeed,
they bad any destination marked out, but
crossed over into Montgomery County, and
squatted near verdigris River to await devel
opments. The distance from their farm was
somethiiur like twenty miles. John, Jr., or
John, Sr., made daily trips back to the vicinity
of Cherry vale and took observations. It was
their intention to return n tne excitement
should blow over, but if ft continned warm
tbey would go on a originally planned. They
knew of the discovery of their crime within
an hour after the lodies were dug out of their
shallow irrave. aud tbey lost no time in sink'
ing their tents. They struck out for the west
bank of the river and started southward post
haste.

"In the meantime a vigilance com ml; tee
had been formed. This move was taken with
the greatest secrecy, and none but trustv men
were admitted to the organization. The ut
most circumspection was used, for tho reason
that in a new community like this the doubt
ful assistance of suspicious ennracters was a
thing to be dreaded. The vigilante did not
number more than one hundred men all
told, but they meant business, as the sequel
proved. It whs my good or bad fortune to be
one of the elect. Scouts were sent out in all
dfrectlons, and within forty-eig- ht hours of the
departure ot tne l tenders from tneir camp in
the next county, the fact was duly reported
to us.

About forty of us organized into a pursu
ing party and started after the butchers, once
on their trail, we had no dilticulty in following
it. The murderous quartet had taken to the
open country west ot the river, but were keep-
ing within convenient distance of the thick
timber that grows in the valley watered by the
stream, l ney were expecting pursuit, ami
nopca to escape by losing themselves In this
timber if it came to the worst. As we pro-
ceeded the trail freshened, und ere long we
came across the ha ruins of the
wagon left by the Menders in their Might.

rum the direction tbey were taking, it be-
came evident to the mind of those acquainted
with the country that they were pointing for
mat paradise or cuttnroarg loearea near toe
mouth of the Red fork of the Arkansas.
The country hereabout ia a bleak and
'desolate region, infested by bois --thives.
halr-bfrc-d Creeks, Pawnees and Cherokee.
Once there they knew they would be safe from
pursuit. Even the United States troop-- hive
never been aoic to penetrate mat iertu im-oa- -

nitti. It is a safe retreat forthe border ruffians
and is known to be sucb all through this sec
tion of the country- - This haven for the wick-
ed is distant about one hundred and forty
miles from the point where th; Verdlyrla
Ki ver enters Indian Territory. The murder
ers had about forty mile to travel before
reaching the b nindary of th Territory, and
they were probably twenty miles beyond
the lln- - waen our soouti caught sight
of them. Burdened as they wero with
much cumbrous baggage, they had
not been able to make very groat
speed, but they used every possible effirt to
put space behind thm. It was about three
o'c.ock on a hot, sultry May afternoon that we
came in sight of the party. They saw us as
goon at we came from cover, and abandoning
everything they broke for the forest. They
plunged into the woods and scattered. We
were clo-- e upon their bcel-t- , however, and tbey
did not succeed in eluding us long. The old
man and his wife and Kate were under art est
in lcs-- i than an hour. John, Jr., was more for
tunate than the other members f the tribe,
for he contrived to evade us for an hour
longer, but be was at length run to cover and
forced to surrender.

"Havinir captured the assassins the Ques
tion now arose, 'What are we to do with them V
Some were for taking them back and letting
the law take its course. The advocates of
this line of policy were largely in the minori-
ty. There were those amongst us whose rela-
tives had fallen victims to the deadly hammers
und knives of the wretches, and they would
not listen to the surge stions of the conserva
tive element. They threatened to do some
killing then and there if their demands for in
stant vengeance were not regarded. No one
would have offered a very ttrenuous opposi-
tion if tbey had carried out their threats, but
it was thought tiest to do the job up after the
roost approved form obtaining in the courts
preside! over iy juoge iyncn.

"The prisoners were accordingly arraigned
and asked what they had to say in their de-
fense. The old woman was sullen and ugly,
but the two men showed signs of faltering.
Had they been left to themselves, they would
have made full confessions, beyond a doubt.
The amiable Kate perceived this, and, think--
inir it would please the vigilants too much
to heur confessions, she fell to cursing her
brother and father for their cowardice. Foul
er language watt never uttered than cjruc from
the lips of this fiend. No term wa too vile
to apply to her relatives. They took it sullen
ly at urst, out soon sometning oi ner reckicks
spirit infused tnem, ana tney too joined in
the tirade. The chorus of blasphemy that
went uw from that hardened lot caused
shudder to run through our party. With death
staring them in the lace, tbey united in curs
ing ns and lamenting their tnaouity to ao us
harm. Such malignity I never saw equaled.
Even the old woman chipped in occasionally.
and her appearance indie ited that she wholly
approved of the famny demonstration,

"Our court went through wltn tne form pre
scribed and then pronounced a sentence of
death. The announcement was witn
jeers from the hardened criminals, who had
determined to brave it out to the last. It was
decided that the murderers should be shot, ai
it would take too much time to hang them.
The sun was already nearly down, and the
shadows of approaching night were deepening.
There on the borders of the forest the cruel
killers were tied to saplings and told to pre-
pare for death. One of our number, who had
not quite forgotten his early education, un-
dertook to offer a prayer, but th lovely Kate
spit in his face while he was addressing the
throne of grace, and be quit right in the mid-
dle of a sentence and drew off in disgust.

"The four died with curses on tbeir lips,
hardened and unrepentant to the last. There
in that lonely, dismal spot, away beyrnd the
confines of civilization, they met a righteous
retribution, and their souls, black with crime,
were sent to meet the great Judge. A hole,
made by the displacement of the roots of
fallen cottonwood, was male a little larger and
deeper, and the bodies were thrown in and
hastily covered with loose earth, rocks and
brushwood.

At Bunker Hill, St. Clair Connty,
111., on the 16th, Henry Cardwell, a miner,
shut his wife through the head with a shot-
gun and then cut his throat with a razor,
Both were dead when found, and as there was
probably no witness to the tragedy, it is only
upon strong circumstantial evidence that
the theory of murder and suicide was estab
lished. Cardwell and his wife were both
middle-age- d, with a family of grown-u- p

children, none of whom lived at home. He
was of intemperate and improvident habits,
and had been unusually depressed for some
months past on account of one of his sons
having become insane.

Robert Wilkes, a wholesale jeweler,
of Toronto, his daughter, Florence, aged
fifteen, and son, Bertie, aged eleven, were
drowned at Sturgeon Point on the 10th.
Florence and Bertie were bathing, and the
boy getting beyond his depth, the father,
who was in a boat, jumped out to save him ;

the daughter also went to the rescue, and
all were drowned.

John C. Tatlor, Secretary of the
Masonic Mutual Relief Association of West-
ern Massachusetts, and his wife were
drowned in the Connecticut River at Spring-
field on the ICth. Mrs. Taylor leaped from
the boat in which were her husband and two
other women, ne sprang after her, and be-

ing unable to swim, both were lost.

A terrible explosion pi giant-powd-er

occurred at Red Hill, a station on the
Denver and South Park Railroad, about half
way between Denver and Leadville, on the
night of the 13th. Every building in ths
place, about twenty in number, was demol-
ished. C. A. Hilton, the Assistant Station
Agent, was killed, and P. J. Conway and F.
B. Collier were fatally and several others se-

riously injured. The cause of the explosion
is not known.

Thomas McGraw, one of the most
prominent business men of Detroit, Mich.,
President of the Michigan Savings Bank and
also of the Globe Tobacco Company,has made
an assignment. Unfortunate real estate in-

vestments and speculations in wool are the
cause of his troubles.

At Minneapolis, on the 14th, Charles
H. Richmond, a railroad conductor, shot and
killed his wife, from whom he had been
separated, and then put a bullet through his
own head, dying instantly.

M. J. Farnsworth, Deputy Sheriff
of Bucna Vista, Colo., was shot and killed on
the night of the 13th, by Daniel Linahan, a
saloon-keepe- r. The latter claims to have
acted in self-defen-

H. E. Parkhurst, a young lawyer of
Bath, N. Y., on the 14th, shot and . killed
Fannie Howell, daughter of a prominent
merchant, and then killed himself. Several
years ago, wnen ootn were mere children,
the parties were married at a picnic, in a
somewhat informal manner and partly as a
joke, but they never lived together as man
and wife, as the girl's parents took the mat-
ter in hand and had the marriage annulled
by the courts. Since arriving at age Park-
hurst has insisted upon again marrying Miss
Howell, who it seems reciprocated his pas-
sion, but her parents would not consent, and
Parkhurst, becoming desperate, took to
drink, and finally wound up by enacting the
tragedy here recounted.

Twenty-on- e persons have been tried
by court-marti- al and convicted at Kief, Rus-
sia, for political offenses. Two) were sen
tenced to death, three to twenty years' im-

prisonment, and sixteen to hard labor for
terms varying from ten to fifteen 'years.

Bill Rodifer, a notorious burglar,
recently pardoned out of the Indiana Peni-
tentiary on account of good conduct, was
shot and killed on the morning of the 17th
by J. C Walker, a son of Dr. Walker, of In
dianapolis. Mrs. Walker being awakened
by a noise during the night, got up and
turned on the gas, which was burning low,
and while doing so noticed a man under-
neath the Doctor's bed. Without awaken
ing her husband or manifesting any alarm,
she quietly went into an adjoining room and
aroused her son, who seized a revolver
and came upon the scene Just as the burglar
was making his exit, with a drawn knife in
one nana ana a revolver In the other, with
the latter of which he had fired one shot at
the Doctor, who had awakened during his
wife's absence and discovered the burglar's
presence. Young Walker fired twice at the
man, both shots taking effect in big breast.
Rodifer managed to get down stairs, but
fell dead just as he reached the threshold:

Dr. John Buchanan, Dean of the
Eclectic Medical College of Philadelphia,
under indictment for fraudulently issuing
medical diplomas, jumped from a ferryboat
into the river and drowned himself, on the

th.
During a drunken carousal at the

house of John Kellcher, in Oakland, Cal.,
the house was set on fire and two of bis chil
dren were burned to death and a third was
fatally injured. Mrs. Kellcher and another
woman, Mrs. King, were both badly burned,
and Kelleher was slightly scorched.

The Yaeger Mill at St. Louis, the
largest flouring mill in the city, was totally
destroyed by fire on the night of the 17th.
Total loss about $450,000; insurance, $285,- -
000.

Eureka. Nevada, has had another
disastrous fire, which swept over about the
same ground as the lire of a year ago. A
large number of business buildings and pri-
vate residences were destroyed. The losses
will aggregate nearly $1,000,000.

Ex-Go- v. Herschel V. Johnson, of
Georgia, died on the 10th, at his residence in
Jefferson County, aged 68.

General Bryan Grimes, a well
known citizen of North Carolina, was as-

sassinated near his home in Pitt County by
some person unknown. He was shot dead
while driving along the road.

While a circus procession was taking
place at Winchester, Va,, on the 16th, An-

drew Drayton, the keeper of the hyenas,
who was occupying the cage of those ani-
mals, was set upon by them and almost lit-

erally devoured before he could be rescued.
His injuries were thought to be fatal.

Frost appeared in Central New York
on the night of August 15, and at one place
in Delaware County ice formed.

Of Major John E. Simpson, General
Manager of the Vandalia Railway lines,
who died quite suddenly in St. Louis
recently, the Globe-Democr- at gives the
following biographical sketch :

Maj. John Eccles Simpson was born
near Londonderry, in the North of
Ireland, November 1, 1839. His father
having; been unfortunate in business in
New York, whither the family had im-
migrated while the subject of this sketch
was still an infant, he removed to De-
troit, Mich., and afterward to Michigan
City, Ind. The boy got a free-scho- ol

education, and early familiarized him-
self with the knowledge of thewoild
that is not written between book-cover- s.

At the age of eleven he was selling pa-
pers in Chicago. De next became a
messenger boy in a trlegraph oflice,
and was only thirteen years old when
given a position as operator in Detroit,
being then one of the youngest wire
manipulators in the country. From the
telegraph office he changed to railroad
work, going into the employ of the
Michigan Central and remaining there
two years, when, at the ae of twenty,
be was appointed Assistant Train Dis
patcher of - the Louisville, Albany and
inicago nauroaa. tie became promi-
nent in literary, military and other en
terprises in Michigan City, and made a
record there that won for him numer
ous friends and placed him hih in ev
ervbody's esteem. He was still nnro-i- 1

at railroad work when the warroke
out, and answering the call to arms he
was elected and commissioned Captain
ui vu. 11, o jiu inuiana v oiunteers. ooon
after the battle of Pittsburg Landing he
joined the Army of the Tennessee and
went through all the engagements in
wmcn tnai army rongnt, includinr the
siege of Vicksburg and . the
memorable March to the Sea
During the last two years of
his service he was on the staff of Major- -

Gen. John E. Smith, Commander of the
Third Division of the 15th Army Corps
oi tne Army oi tne .Tennessee. After be
ing mustered out oi the service be ac-
cepted the position of Train-Dispatch- er

sou oupennienaeni oi jeieCTapn xor
the Terre Haute and Richmond Rail
way. In 18G6 he was aDnointed As
sistant Superintendent of the Terre
Haute and Indianapolis Railway, and in
this year, on December 20, he was mar-
ried to Miss Hattie L. Sherman, second
daughter of Dr. W.G.Sherman, of Michi
gan City, Ind. In June, 1870, he was
appointed Division Superintendent of
tne v anaana une (then completed) be
tween Indianapolis and Terre Haute
In November, 1870, when Gen. T. A.
Morris and W. T. Boaz were receivers
of the Indianapolis, Cincinnati and La
layette Railroad, they offered Maj
Simpson, and urged him to accept, the
position of General Superintendent of
that road, but the oiucers of the Terre
Haute would not release him, and in
July, 1871, they made him General Su
perintendent of the entire line from In
dianapolis to St. Louis. On November,
19, 18(5, he became General Manager
of the combination which includes the
Vandalia and St. Louis and Indianapo
lis lines, which position he still held at
the time of his death.

Strict attention to business made Ma
Simpson successful in every place of
honor and trust confided to him. Self--

made, of unimpeachable hoaesty nd
most thoroughly energetic and enter
prising, he fought his way through life
with only these strong and sterling
qualities as his weapons, and in every
position he held, from the humblest to
the proud and exalted place he has just
quit forever, be made a record wmcn
his friends will seek to perpetuate, ar.d
which will be among the brightest mem
ories that are preserved of the active.
enterprising and reliable business men
of the Mississippi Valley who have passed
away into eternity.

Causes of Sunstroke.

Evert year, even in our temperas
climate, persons die from sunstroke
while about their work, or when walking
the street. The seat of the disorder H
in asmalloblongorgan the medulla ob--
lonqata lust within the skull and next
to the spinal column below. From this
organ proceed the pneumogastric nerves

the eighth pair on which, among
other things, depends our power to
breathe. On other branches of the same
nerve depend the power to swallow, the
action of the stomach, and to a large ex
tent, the action of the heart, though this
last organ is so far self-actin- that it can
keep on beating not only after death,
but after being taken from the body.
From the medulla comes also the power
of the blood vessels to dilate and con
tract, and of the skin to perspire. Now
the heat of the sun falling upon the back
of the head and neck so affects the me
dulla, that the nervous supply to the
lungs and other organs is cut off ; or, as
is more generally believed, so changes
the character of the blood that the. latter
does not furnish nerve-forc- e to the pneu-
mogastric nerves, or rather to the me-
dulla, from which they draw it. The
consequence is that the lungs suspend
all action, and the person dies, often in
a moment, precisely as one dies when
the same nerve is severed by the dislo-
cation of the upper portion of the neck
in hanging. The fatal effect of the heat
is hastened by its great increase from
the arrest of perspiration. . In other
cases, the brain Is put into a state of
apoplexy, from which the person may
often be saved by drenching his body
with cold water, and applying ice to his
head. Sometimes the heat in the shade
or in a close room may cause a stroke.
But generally it comes from exposing the
back part of the head and neck to the
sun's rays. In hot weather a cape of
white cotton falling from the hat behind
is a protection. Those who use ardent
spirits are more liable to attacks of this
kind than are other persons, and are
macn less likely to recover from the
apoplectic form of it. Youth'$ Compan-
ion.

The Triennial Conclave of the Knights
Templar of the United States began at Chi
cago on the ICth with a very large attend
ance. An immense crowd of spectators was
in attendance from all parts of the country.

The Chinese Minister at Washington
has given notice that his Government has,
by official decree, removed the ancient re
strictions on commerce, and that the Celes
tials. may hereafter trade with foreigners at
will.

Representative Blackburn has
been renominated by the Democrats of the
Seventh Kentucky Congressional District,
and Representative Caldwell has also re-

ceived a renomination In the Third District,
Kentucky.

An alleged plot to blow up Cork Bar
racks was discovered on the 18th. Two bar
rels of gunpowder were found secreted in
the railway tunnel directly beneath the bar
racks. The troops vere immediately put
tinder arms, but no further developments
were made. i

Reports received at the Department
of Agriculture at Washington show that the
condition of the cotton crop throughout the
Southern States is unusually good, and an
unprecedented yield is predicted. The black
rust has appeared, however, in certain sec
tions of Georgia, and it is believed that the
crop in that State will not reach the average.

Advices from Candahar, on the 11th,
report the enemy throwing up siege works
around the city. Ayob Kban has 2,000 cav
airy and 25 guns. His beadquarters were
only three miles distant from the city. It
was reported that European officers were
with his command, but the rumor was not
generally credited.

The National Council of the Alba
nian League bas decided to throw off every
vestige of Ottoman authority. The popula-
tion of Scutari are preparing decisive meas
ures against the Turkish authorities. So
complete is the Albanian revolt that Central
Albanian cities have refused to take part in
the movement against Greece.

According to careful estimates of
the Boston Advertiser, by the new census the
Northern States will have a population of
30,703,820, and the Southern States, 17,692,-83- 1.

The average rate of growth of the two
regions is almost identical ; that of the South
is slightly more than twenty-eig- ht per
centum, that of the North slightly below
twenty-seve- n per centum.

Miss Neilson's sudden death, as as-

certained by a post-morte- m examination,was
caused by dropsy of the heart, accelerated
by extreme indigestion. Miss Neilson was
driving in the Bois de Boulogne, when she
was seized with sudden illness, and was
conveyed to the nearest restaurant, where
she expired.

During a riot between Catholics and
Orangemen at Dungannon, Ireland, on Sun-
day, the 15th, the police first used buck-eh- ot

and then ball cartridges to disperse the
crowd, who returned the fire with revolvers.
Many persons were wounded. At Down
Patrick the Catholics and Orangemen fought
for several hours, a number on both sides
being severely wounded; and at Belfast a
similar collision occurred, two deaths re-

sulting. .

The Knights Templar procession in
Chicago was about three hours in passing a
given point, and it is estimated that nearly
20,000 uniformed Knights were in line, In ad-

dition to a score or more of bands, the whole
presenting a scene of great splendor. The
streets and buildings along the line of march
were handsomely decorated, and every avail-

able point of observation was occupied by a
spectator. The city was thronged with
guests from abroad, every hotel being
crowded to its utmost capacity.

Miss Tillie Mateer, a young lady
of Mount Joy, Pa., was walking along the
road towards home accompanied by a young
gentleman, when a spark from his lighted
cigar set fire to her dress. When the flames
were discovered both parties used their best
efforts to extinguish them, and would prob
ably have been successful had not Miss Ma
teer, losing her presence of mind, started on
a full run. This action caused the fire to en
velop her whole body, and her clothing was
almost entirely destroyed before the flames
were finally extinguished. She was taken to
her home by a passing carriage, but died
within a short time after her arrival.

Twenty persons were killed by a land
slide at v leuxport, near Poitiers, France,
which crushed in two houses.
