Pickled Pears. Ten pounds of
pears, three pounds of light brown sugar,
one quart of vinegar, one ounce of cin-
namon, one ounce of cloves (ground) ;
put all together and boil till the pears
are tender ; skim the peara out and let
the sirup boil half an hour longer.

To Wash a Muslin Dkess. Make a
good lather, and wash the muslin in
cold water never putting it into warm
water even to rinse it.

hypnotism (from the Cireefc vpnos,
wmch means sleep), is a kind of mes-
meric slumber, during which the sleep
er becomes insensible to pain. It is in
duced by placing: a email bright object.
such as a gilded ball, at an angle of
about forty-fiv- e degrees above the eyes
and about eight inches distant, and gaz
ing upon it steadily. At one time it was
supposed that hypnotism might be used
as a means of producing insensibility
during surgical operations, but thi3 idea
was abandoned as impracticable. At
the same time it was believed to pro
duce deleterious efiects upon the health.
It has now become rather a study for
psychologists tnan a means of practical
application. But the question suggested
by hypnotism is : Does not some of the
drowsiness which occurs during lectures
or sermons result in a considerable de
gree from the upward strininr of the
eyes toward the speaker's desk? Let
any one raise the ejes and hold them
gazing upward for any length of time
and his senses will speedily teach him
that the muscles of his eyes are being;
strained. Then fix the eyes on some ob
ject on a level with them and a pleasant
sense of relief is immediately induced.
There is little doubt that the eyes of an
audience should be nearly on a level, or
above, the performance which is being
witnessed, since under those circum
stances there is the least strain on the
ocular muscles.
Letter-Writin- g: in the Last Century.

Letter-writin- g was the link that in
the last century bound together those
literary coteries that we would now
sneer at as " provincial," and in the in
terchange of epistles we get glimpses of
literary life that are as vistas of green
fields and fresh waters to the writer of
the present day.

And whatever we
may say when we find our pens in re
quest, and when study is so much time
wasted that might have been given to re-
productive writing, the old ideal of the
literary life is the only one that will com
mend itself to the truly literary man.

The Ashes of the Bonapartes.

The statues and ashes of the Napo
leons, writes a foreign correspondent,
have suffered strange vicissitudes.
Twice has the statue of the First Napo
leon which stands in the Place Vendome
been dragged to the ground, first by
royalists, then by radicals, only to be ed,

while his ashe3 were restored
to France on the demand of another
dynasty, to be respected even during
the Commune. Louis, the ex-Ki- of
Holland, removed his father's remains
from Grenoble to St. Leu, to which place
his own ashes were in time removed
from Italy. The oldest son of Louis,
regarded by Napoleon as his heir, and
who died when but six years old, was at
hrst laid in at. Denis, but the Bourbons
when they returned to France had the
body translated, and the " Little Napo
leon " now rests in the same vault as
his father and his grandfather. Jerome
alone reposes under the dome of the
Invalides with his great brother; the
ashes of the other Bonapartes lie scat
tered here and there, and are to be found
at Rome, Florence, Vienna and Chisel- -

hurst, and somewhere in Calabria.

LTuue petroleum lor the same
reason is only fitted for very slowly re-
volving journals, such as water wheels.
For very heavy machinery, or for gear-
ing, tallow and black lead rubbed up to
gether is the best lubricant, and is also
the best for wagon and carriage axles
during the hot weather. For light-ru- n

ning machinery sperm oil is the best :
good olive oil that has not become ran
cid and acid is perhaps the second best,
and for winter use lard oil is excellent.
but is rather too drying to be a first-cla- ss

lubricant. Castor oil is better for axles
in the winter, and black lead with it is a
help at any time.

As a rule, when a horse breaks his
leg he is knocked in the head as useless,
but it seems this is not by any means
necessary, and, if the beast is worth
saving, it can be saved. Two months
ago a valuable horse belonging to
Charles . Smith, of Stony Brook, had
his leg broken at Port Jefferson. The
broken bone was set, and the leg was
imbedded in plaster of Paris. In two
weeks the horse could walk around the
stable ; in three weeks the owner drove
him home, a distance of five miles, and
three weeks after, the horse was driven
to a road-wago- n a mile in four minutes.

Pickled Tomatoes. This receipt is
good for about a gallon of ripe toma
toes, and is as simple as it is excellent :

Don't wash the tomatoes, unless they
nave sou on tnem. w ipe quite clean
Do no use over-rip- e fruit. With a nee
die prick the tomatoes in two or three
places. Place tomatoes, whole, in a jar,
putting in a layer of salt and then one
of tomatoes, whole. Let it thus stay for
a weeK. wnen ready, take out the to-
matoes and mix with the salt two table-spoonfu- ls

of mustard, four ounces of
ground ginger, four ounces of roughly
oroKen pepper, one ounce of cloves.
and six onions finely sliced. Replace
tomatoes a3 before, and pour cold vine
gar over the whole. No boiling of vine
gar necessary.

The winter is the time to buy tools.
Every farmer should, at this season of
the year, determine what implements
he will need for the next year, and make
arrangements for procuring them. If a
mowing-machin- e is to be bought,let him
take time by the forelock, and look into
the merits of each kind of these ma
chines, and buy intelligently; do not
wait until the grass is ready to cut, and
rush and buy the one nearest at hand.
By sending to the various manufacturers,
circulars with full directions and illus
trations can be obtained, together with
prices, etc. If a plow is needed, do all
the wort of selecting it before the busy
season is at hand, that it may not " be
on the way" just when the best week
for plowing is passing. In the peace of
winter prepare tor summer war.

Peter Henderson gives the follow-
ing liSt of flowering plants that will
grow well in the shade : Fuchsias, pan- -
sies, forget-me-not- s, violets, lobelias,
lilies of the valley, phloxes, and other
herbaceous plants whose native habitat
is shady wood will do best, but even
these languish if denied all direct sun-
shine. But the best effects in shady sit-
uations are produced, he thinks, by or-
namental leaved plants, the beauty of
which is not dependent upon their flow-
ers. Among these may be ranked the
gold and silver variegated leaved gera-
niums, achryanthus, alternantheras, be-
gonias, caladium, centaureas, coleuses,
etc., which, if planted so as to bring
the various shades in contrast, produce
a pleasing effect, which continues dur-
ing the whole of the summer months,
and is not surpassed by any display of
flowers.

Stacking Wheat.

We have often said that after all of
the expense and toil of the season in
raising a crop of wheat, the profit was
frequently all lost in bad stacking. And
yet there is no need of it. If the mid-
dle of the stack be kept full enough, and
solid, there is but little danger of injury
from wet. Nearly every man who
thinks he is a good stacker is particular
to place his bundles close together on
the outside courses, and then put the
loose straw and rough bundles in the
middle. Being much more weight in
the middle than on the outer edge, it
will settle more, even if all parts of the
stack are packed alike. But it is sel-
dom this is the case. Hence the middle
settles until the outer ends of the sheaves
stick up instead of down. In this con
dition the water runs to the middle of
the stack and then down just where the
heads of grain are concentrated. Eight
years ago we knew a young beginner
who had strained every nerve to raise a
good crop, and succeeded. He made
fine looking stacks of it, but was careless
in packing solidly in the middle, al-

though apparently it was high enough
at all times. The stacks were large and
high. The middles settled two or three
feet more than the outsides. There
came a heavy rain. Soon after we call-
ed his attention to the fact that' hi j
stacks were wet and wheat spoiling.
He could not believe it. But on thor-
ough examination he found that it was
too wet to thresh or too wet to let stand.
He finally got a machine to try it ; not
two-thir- ds of it was threshed ; not a
bushel of merchantable wheat was ob-

tained. Most of it was fed out to the
stock at a little profit, and the balance
rotted in the bins. He had bought a
farm and paid part. This failure of the
crop defeated him in meeting his en- -
gagementa. struggling to overcome
this failure of his wheat, he paid high
interest, and finally failed, abandoned
his farm with what he had paid, and
went to Dakota to begin anew and grow
up with the country. Iowa State Beg
ister.
