the National Government td employ all iti le--1
gitimate powers to Increase the strength of

.our mercantile marine, so that it may become
commensurate with all the wants ' and noees
slties of our commerce. The increase of One
should be proportionate to that of the other.
Our material wealth is in large degree the
product of our commerce upon the ocean. As
this is extended, so will our wealth be in--
creased.'and as at no time in the past has this
wealth increased so rapidly as at present, now
Is a most opportune time for ns to extend tott
the necessary degree of protection. This is
conceded on all hands, but about the bust
method of doing it there aro differences of

' "opinion.
It is not the province of Congress to build

vessels for the merchant service, nor is It ex-
pedient or possible to allow commercial arti-
cles to be transported upon vessels of war; but
it undoubtedly is within its constitutional
powers to give the necessary protection to our
shipbuilding interests so as to justify an tn
crease of our mercantile marine to such ex
tent as the necessities of our commerce shall
require. It Is entirely competent to arrange
with private shipbuilders with reference to tho
extension of our postal service upon the
ocean, and to require that vessels used for
that purpose shall be so constructed that
In the event of war they may bo em
ployed immediately for war purposes."
Such vessels, built both for strength and
speed, would add most materially In case of
necessity to our means of National defense,
and tho Increase of our. naval force by this
means would soon enable us to. compete upon
the ocean with the strongest naval Dow
ers in the world. England owes her present
naval superiority to this policy, and it serves
no valuable purpose to contrast our condition
with hers unless we shall profit by her exam
ple. So long as her merchant vessels built Un
der her protection and patronaro are allowed J
to draw annually from our wealth about one
hundred millions of dollars as compensation
for freighting our commerce. Just ' so long
will our inferiority exist- -, Whenever oar
own commerce shall ' bo. carried on
in vessel owned and built by our own Koplj,
capable of being turned into ships of war when
necessary, then we shall reach a point of
equality with her and be prepared when neces
sity shall arise to test with her the question of
superiority upon the sea.- Before thef wavwe
had nearly succeeded in running British ves-
sels from the ocean, and since then havp cm-teat- ed

ourselves with uttering complaints
against England for her agency in destroying,,
ours while the war wa in progress.
