making it asrocky as possible, and pil-
ing it up higher in the center. Very
slightly brown it by putting it into the
oven for a few minutes, or passing @
salamander over it.

AN excellent pickle for salting meat
is made as follows: To one gallon of
water take ome and a half pounds of
salt, halfa pound ot brown sugar, and
half an ounce of saltpeter; boil these
until no more scum rises, and skim the
liquor as this rises until the pickle is
clear; pour it into a tub to cool. Keep
the meat two days before packing it,
and rub it with a guantity otPtha ingre-
dients, finely powered, twelve hours be-
fore leavi it to drain; then pack
closely in the barrel or tub, sprinkli
each layer with more of the Eowder
ingredients, and turn on the pickle
cold. When the meat is used the pickle
may be boiled, skimmed, strained, and
kept for another season. The pork-
packers thus keep their pickle from year
to year, and preserve it with great care,
knowing that it improves with age and
the simple addition of more salt, etc.—
Prairie Farmer.
