Hail Storx. Last Thursday, at 12:45 P. if.,
this section was yisited by a storm of bail the
like of which remalueth not In the memory of
the oldest inhabitant. We have seen heavier
storms, but the hail stones were not neaHy ao
large. Those that fell Thursday were from
three to eight inches in circumference,weighing
three and four ounces. When tbey struck
they made a sound like the report of a pistol,
and striking the windows, the glass shivered
as if from a stone thrown with great force.
Not less than one thousand lights were broken
in our little city, and for a time it seemed as
if every northern exposure would be left
dismantled.
