Among the indictments found by the
Criminal Court Grand Jury at Washington,
D. C, on the 18th, was one against Geo. W.
Ingalls, formerly United States Indian Agent
at. the Piute Ageacy, for presenting false
vouchers in 1878. It is alleged that Ingalls
Is a defaulter to the amount of about $100,-00- i.

The Grand Jury being discharged, the
Star-rou- te cases go over till October.

The mortality record of Cincinnati
for the week ended July 16 showed 264
deaths from sunstroke, and from excessive
heat 150 a total of 414. The greatest num-
ber of deaths on one day from this cause was
86, on the 14th.

The Missouri Iron Company, a con-
solidation of the six leading companies of
the State, was formed on the ISth, with a
capital of $10,000,000.

Don Carlos, the Spanish pretender,
has been expelled from France. It is stated
that he has been engaged in certain proceed
ings which are regarded as a manifestation
against the present form of Government in
France.

Red Bank, 29. J., had a $75,000 fire
on the 18th. Nine of the principal build-
ings were destroyed. Wm. Couray, a fire-

man, died while fighting the flames.
John Kelly, a New York highway-

man, who bad just robbed a Miss Ulmer of a
gold watch and chain, was captured by two
ladies and handed over to the police.

A horrible story comes from the
Pontive province of Keorsk, in Russia. The
steward of a large estats imprisoned nineteen
men and girls in a barn for refusing to work.
A village mob set fire to the building and the
inmates were all burned.

A Lieutenant of the Third Chassenrs
named Reige, affected by sunstroke at the
Camp at Chalons, was walking through the
neighboring village and asked his way of a
woman, who, frightened at his disordered
appearance, ran away screaming. A number
of peasants threatened the officer with their
sickles and he drew a revolver, fired several
shots that were harmles, and then ran into
the field. Two men armed with guns joined
the pcasauts and shot Reige down. One of
the peasants then brained the officer with a
pick-o- x.

! Twenty children were buried under
the falling wails of a recently burned build-
ing in Jersey City, N. J.

Houston Turner, colored, was hang-
ed by a mob near Nashville, Tenn., for an
assault committed upon a young Irish girl.

Paul Held, a German, recently ar-

rived In this country with his wife and seven
children and settled at Eagle Valley, about
eight miles from Arcadia. Wis. The other
night, during a fit of temporarv insanity,
brought on by despondency, he deliberately
butchered his wife and three children and
wounded the other four, ending up by blow
ing out his own brains. -

A delegation-- of Missouri River In-
dians, including Spotted Tail, Bed Cloud,
Standing Bear and others, are to be invited to
Washington early in September to discuss
various vexed questions with the Govern
ment. The Northern Cheyennes are very
much dissatisfied with their present location
in the Indian country, and want to go north
to the Missouri River country. They would
prefer to locate at Fort Keogh, but there is
no Indian reservation there.

back, killing him instantly. Meanwhile a
portion of the gang of robbers had gained
access to the baggage and express can
Murray, the United States Express agent,
was knocked down and the safe robbed of its
contents, thought to be about $15,000. Dur-
ing the melee two men on the front end of
the baggage-ca- r fired at the engineer, but
did not hit him. Near where the fight took
place there are a number of masons at work

soldiers dispersed the mob, which reassem-
bled at the office of one of the clerical news-
papers and tore down the bulletin, and
started for the rail way station to protest to
the King and Queen, who were ar-
riving from Naples, but a cordon of
police prevented the demonstration. The
Pope instructed the Papal Secretary of State
to inform the Embassadors and Ministers
accredited to the Vatican, that it was the
Pope's personal desire they should inform
their Governments how deeply pained he
was at the insult offered to the body of Pope
Pius IX., that henceforth he must consider
himself more than ever a prisoner in the
Vatican, and as prevented from attending
any religious service in any of the basilicas
of Rome.
