A reporter called upon Gen Grant
at his office in “Fort Bherman,”’2 Wall
i street, aud inquired of him as te the
truth of the story. The ex-President
replied curtly, but indiguantly, that
there was ‘‘not an atom of truth in it."”
Questioned as to his rnmored financial
relations with SBenator Chaffee, he said,
“It is & lie.”

A Republican who was with Grant
when he first saw the article, and who
called his attention te it, said to Lthe re-
porter: “I asked Grant whether he had
read a Washington letter inthe Tribune
which had reflected upon himself. He
said he had not. [ handed him the pa-
r and called his attention to tire clos-
ing paragraph as embracing all that
was of special interest.

The Judiciary System.

Judiciary has made a strong lodgment
on the line of the State sysfem, it may
be premised that this ition will be
held and strengthened by being ex-
tended.

I? theright of Federal iutervention
with the btate Judiciary is once ad-
mitted, there can be but little limit in

to subjects of intervention.
Oue class of matters after another can
be thrown in until there will be noth-
ing left for the State Judiciary te ad-

judge but two legs and a bit of an ear.

As already remarked, the contest
between the antagonistic principles
which enter into the very composition
of our Gevernment is not settled; it
has only ehanged its field.

The Judiciary ef a State is, after all,
only s collective name for one class of
what are called State’s rlihu. and so
is peculiarly liable to in-
volved in this contest. That it has be-
come po invulved is of recerd, and that
the matter will not end there is evi-
dent from the very sirong movement
that is belng made to secure a uniform
mational law of divorece. It will be ev-
ident that divorce cannot be eontrelled
by amy Jaw that oes not contrel the
whole conjugal relation. This whole
subject will then be taken out of the
bands of State Legislatures and State
courts, whe have made a farce of the
whole marriage relation. This is but
one instance of many which might be
noticed.

The State Judiciary may as well at
once strip for the contest. But how
shall it do this? Let us first take
criminal jurisprudence. The Htate of
Michigan bas abolished the Grand
Jury, and any other State can de se.
It is a mistake to suppose that the
Fift-enth Amendment o the Constitu-
tion of the United States makes a
Grand Jury a fixture of any State
Judiciary. Tnat provision only ap-
ples to Federal cvurts and jurispru-
dence.

When the Grand Jury was first in-
vented, a party indicted had the right
challenge the whole panel to mortal
combat, so that if he was a vigorous
fighter it was likely that an indict-
ment could not be found on siight
grounds. Bat pow that duoelling has
been abolished by statute, the Grand
Jury might ge with it, and a prelimin-
ary examination before a magistrate
take its place, as it does in Michigan.

But in Missouri the abolition ol the
Grand Jury would require an amend-
ment to the Coostitution of the Blate.
The abuses of thesystem can be reach-
ed without that troubla by compelling
a prosecuting witness to give good and
sufficient security for all costsif the in-
dictment falls, and if this precantion is
neglected, throw out the bill and sad-
dle the costs on the Grand Jury; sod
give the party iudicted his remedy for
defamation.

In respect to traverse juries, let the
State pay such a c:;omgitnlution uuwlll

usti men in giving a patient
and me" ‘uf:fatlenuon to such business
as may come before them, and the
State can haye a fair plea for enforeing
their sttendance.
