Those voting , for Ford
were Brennan, Burrows, of Massachu-
setts; H.A. Hazel tine, James, of Texas;
Grave.of Wisconsin; Ladd and Murcb,
of Maine. None of the candidates vot-

ed. Fulkerson and Paul, of Virginia,
Readjusters, voted for Keifer. There-su- it

having been announced, Keifer
was escorted to the Speaker's chair by
Randall and Hiscock and took the oath
of office, which was administered by
Kelly, of Pennsylvania, as the oldest
member in point of service.

ished at four p. m. - s
Our mining students spend one-thir- d

of their time in the Laboratory; the
civil engineering students spend about
one-ha- lf their time there, during the
first year, but spend a greater portion
of it in field work. Our student plods
wearily along during the week, and
breathes a sigh ot relief when Friday
night is at hand, as he has no studying
to do on that night.

A writer in the Providence Journal,
who has delved in Congressional his
tory to good purpose, finds that of the
nearly 5,000 Representatives who have
been honored with election to the pop-

ular branch of the national Legislature
from the organization of the Govern
ment to March 3, 1881, but eight have
served for twenty successive years and
upward. Thos. Newton represented
the Norfolk ( Va.) District for 14 terms,
or 28 successive years, coming in with
the first administration of Jefferson,
1801. Louis Williams was a member
of the House from North Carolina for
nearly 27 successive years. He was first
elected in 1815 and served continually
until his death, Feb. 23, 1842. Natban- -

ial Macon, a member from North Caro-lina'f- or

24 successive years, served from
1791 continually until .1815, when he
was transferred to the Senate. Charles
Fenton Mercer represented the Fairfax
(Va.) District for nearly 23 years, be-
ginning withMonroe's first adminis
tration in 1817. He served continuous-
ly till Decern ber,I1839, when he resigned
his seat. William McCoy was Repre-
sentative from the Rockbridge (Va.)
District from 1811 to 1833. Tbe Ashta-
bula (Ohio) District was represented for
20 successive years by Joshua R. Gid- -
dmgs, from Dec. 28, 1838, to Marcfc s,
1859. John W. Taylor was a member
from the Saratoga (N. Y.) District for
20 years, coming in with the second
administration of Madison, 1813. Tbe
Barnstable (Mass.) District kept John
Reed In the House for 24 years. Three
of the eight, it will be observed, were
from Virginia and two from .North
Carolina.
