The Three-per-cen- t. Funding BUI.

Washington, February 3.
Following is the full text of the Three-percen- t.

Funding bill as passed by the Senate to-
day: ..; i

Be ft enacted, eta., That the Secretary ot theTreasury is hereby authorized to receive at theTreasury and at the office of any Assistant
Treasurer of the United States, and at any
postal inmey-orde- r office, lawful money of the
United States to the amount of $,, or any mul-
tiple of that sum, or any bonds of the 1; nitedStates bearing three and a half per centum in-
terest, which are hereby declared valid, and to
issue in exchange therefor an equal amount ofregistered or coupon bonds of the United
States of the denominations of $50, $100, foOO,
$1,000 and $10,000, of such form as he may pre-
scribe, bearing interest at the rate of threeper cent, per annum, payable either quarterlyor semi-annuall- y, at the Treasury of the United
States. Such bonds shall be exempt from all
taxation by or under State authority, and bepayable at the pleasure of the United States;
provided that the bonds herein authorised
siiall not be called in and paid so long- as any
bonds ot the United States heretofore issued
bearing a higher rato of interest than threeper cent, and which shall be redeemable at
the pleasure of the United States, shall be
outstanding and uncalled. Tho last of said
bonds originally issued and their substitutes,
under this act, shall be the first called in, and
this order of payment shall be followed until
all shall have been paid. Money deposited
under this act shall be promptly applied solely
to the redemption of ths bonds of the United
States bearing: three and per cant, inter-
est, and the aggregate amount of deposits
made and bflnds issued under this act shall not
exceed the sum of 200,OX),000. The amount of
lawful money so received on deposit, as afore-
said, shall not exceed at any time the sum of
$25,000,000. Before any deposits are received
at any postal money-orde- r ofliee under thisact, the Postmaster at such office Fhall file with
the Secretary of the Treasury his bond, with
satisfactory security, conditioned that ho will
promptly transmit to the Troaury of the
United States the money received by him in
conformity with the regulations to be pre-
scribed by such Secretary, and the deposit with
any Postmaster shall not at any time exceed
the amount of his bond.

Sec. 2. Any National banking association
now organized or hereafter organized desiring
to withdraw its circulating notes, upon a de-
posit of lawful money with the Treasurer of
the United States, as provided iu section 4 of
the act of June 20. 1ST, entitled "An act fixinjr
the amount of United States notes, providing
for a redistribution of National Bank cur-
rency, and for other purposes," shall be re-
quired to give thirty days' notice to the Comp-
troller of the Currency of its intention to de-
posit lawful money and withdraw its circulat-
ing notes: provided, that uot more than $5,0iK),-09- 0

of lawful money shall b; deposited during
any calendar month for this purpose; and
provided, further, that the provisions of this
section shall not apply to bonds called for re-
demption by the Secretary of tho Treasury.

Sec. 3. That nothing in this act shall be so
construed as to authorize an increase of the
public debt.

- Terrible Coal-Min- e Disaster.

Kichmond, Va., February'
Particulars of the terrible coal-min- e disaster

(caused by a gas explosion) at the Grove
Shaft, at Coalfield, in Chesterfield County,
yesterday, were received here to-da- y, and in-

dicate that the disaster was even more horri
hie than at first reported. Coalfield is a little
hamlet in the midst of the great coal-bed- s of
Chesterfield County, and the mine in which

the disaster took place is about two miles dis-

tant.
The scenes and incidents about the mouth

of the pit this morniug were heart-rendin- g.

Nearly every family in the place has lost a
relative by the disaster, and, despite the ter.
rible snow-stor- of last night, a crowd of
men, women and children were crouched
about the mouth of the fatal shaft, shivering
from cold and calling piteoiisly for their loved
ones, and begging that aid should be sent
them. All the morning crowds of miners
from the surrounding country have been
pouring into the place, and all seemed intent
upon penetrating the awful pit and learning
definitely the fate of those who are entombed.
Experienced miners say that the thirty-tw- o

men in the pit are undoubtedly dead, but the
wives and children do not give up hope, and
there are not to be found those who can break
the terrible truth to them yet.

This morning at eleven o'clock the first
attempt to reach the bottom of the 6haft waa

made. A large number of miners volun-

teered to go down in the bucket. Most of
them were young and hardy men, and were

prepared to take their lives in their hands.
The older miners told them that the terrible
carbonic gas still lingered in the pit, and
they realized the dangers of the undertaking,
especially as no connection had yet been made
with the bottom of the shaft. Three stepped
from the crowd and insisted upon going down

in the bucket. Mr. Dodds, the Superintendent
of the pit, was one of them. They were let
down carefully, and, after going down 100

feet, gave the signal to be pulled up. The
result of their investigation shewed that at
least forty feet of the brattice-wor- k iu the
mine was torn up. They discovered no gas.

Like many similar horrors, this one has
served to bring forward another striking evi-

dence of the devotion of woman. A young
woman, just nineteen years of age, living in
Manchester, was betrothed to one of the vic-

tims of this disaster. This morning, when the
intelligence reached Manchester of the explo-

sion, she at once started to walk to the scene,
a di6tauce of thirteen miles from Manchester,
the ground being covered with six inches of
snow and the wind blowing blinding drifts.

ry Blaine and the President.
As a matter of general interest we give the

following salient points in the recent letter of
Blaine to the President:

Mr. Blaine starts out with the statement
that the suggestion of a Congress of all
American nations to assemble in the City of
Washington for the purpose of agreeing on
such a basis of arbitration for international
troubles as would remove all possibility of
war on the Western Hemisphere was warmly
approved by President Gariield, and that the
late President's assassination prevented his
issuing the invitation to the American States.
The adds that President Arthur,
after his accession, received the suggestion
with most appreciative consideration, and
after carefully examining the form of invita-
tion, directed it to be sent. Mr. Blaine says
he was greatly surprised at the proposition
looking to the annullment of such invitation,
and at the reasons assigned which he inter-
prets to mean that we might otlend some Eu-
ropean Powers if we should hold iu the
United States a Congress of "selected nation-
alities" of America. Mr. Blaine expresses the
opinion that, "If that movement Is now to be
arrested for fear it may give offense in Europe,
the voluntary humiliation of this Government
could not be more complete, unless we should
petition European Governments for the privi-
lege of holding the. Congress.','., He says
he cannot see how European Governments
should feel "jealousy and ill-wil-l" toward
the United States because of an
effort on our part to assure lasting
peace between the nations of America, un-
less indeed it he to the interest of the European
Powers that the American nations should at
intervals fall into war, and bring reproach on
republican governments. He ad s the asser-
tion that the invitation was not his, but Pres-
ident Arthur's, who spoke iu t he name of the
United States to each of the independent na-
tions of America, aud that "to revoke that
invitation for any causa would be embarrass-
ing; to revoke it for avowed fear of 'jealousy
and ill-wi- ll ' on the part of European Powers
would appeal as little to American pride as to
American hospitality." Mr. Blaine concludes
as follows i" Beyond the philanthropic and Christian
ends to be obtained by the American Confer-
ence, devoted to peace and good-wi- ll among
men, we might well hope for material ad-
vantages as a result of a better understand-
ing and closer friendship with the nations of
America. At present the condition of trade
between the United States and its American
neighbors is unsatisfactory to us, and exen
deplorable. According to the official statis-
tics of our own Treasury Department, the
balance against us in that trade last year was
$120,000,000 a 6um greater than the yearly
product of the gold and silver mines
in the United States. This vast balance was
paid by us in foreign exchange, and a very
large proportion of it went to England, w here
shipments of cotton, provisions and bread-stuf- fs

supplied the money. If anything should
change or check the balauce in our favor inEuropean trade, onr commercial exchanges
with Spanish America would drain us of ourreserve of gold coin at a rate exceeding $100,-0iK),0-

per annum, and would probably pre-
cipitate the suspension of specie payment in
this country. Such a result at home might be
worse than a little 'jealousy and ill-wi- ll'

abroad. I do not say, Mr. President, that theholding of a Peace Congress will necessarily
change the currents of trade, but itwill bring us into kindly relations with all the
American nations ; it will promote the reign of
peace, and law, and order; it will increase pro-
duction and consumption, and will stimulatethe demand for articles which American man-
ufacturers can furnish with profit. It will, atall events, be a friendly and auspicious begin-
ning in the direction of American influence
and American trade in a large Held which we
have hitherto greatly neglected, and which
has been practically monopolized by our com-
mercial rivuls, in Europe."

The excitement in Jackson County conse-

against him. Green and his attorney were in
the court-roo- at the time. Wishing to do
away with the formality of a warrant, Judge
White ordered the Marshal to take Green into
custody. Marshal Murphy immediately took
charge of Mr. Green, who was given a seat
within the bar, and there was great commo-
tion in the court-room- . Mr. Karnes held a
.'hoit consultation with the prisoner, and
moved that bo be admitted to bail. Judge
White at first was inclined to fix the amount
of bail at ?",000, to which Mr. Karnes de-

murred, and the Judge replied that if Mr.
Green was sentenced on each of the indict-
ments lie would get at least fifty years in the
Penitentiary. The bond was finally fixed at
?ir,0o0, which was deemed ample. Oppor-
tunity was given to the prisoner to procure
bondsmen. After several trips to and fro
from Mr. Karnes' ofliee, Mr. J. Mow, Green's
brother-in-law- , and Ileal Green, his father,
entered the court-roo- with him, and the
Court approved the bond, with Green as prin-
cipal and Joseph W. Mercer and Heal Green as
securities. The sudden finding of the Grand
Jury was evidently a surprise and somewhat
of a crusher to a Green, and fell like a thun-
derbolt among his friends. In a few mo-

ments it was whispered on tho streets
and talked of on the comer in conver-
sation. On the Gth, Governor Crittenden ac-

cepted Green's resignation and immediately
appointed Charles A. Chaso to fill the vacan-
cy. The resignation was drawn up by Mr.
Karnes, Green's attorney,and was very short,
containing simply the statement that Joseph
M. Green desired to tender to the Governor
his resignation from the office of Collector of
the Revenue in Jackson County.

Miscellaneous Items.
Mr. John Clark, chief clerk in the

State Auditor's oftlce, recently informed a
Jefferson City newspaper correspondent
that there would be no meeting of the State
Board of Equalization this year. The Reve-
nue law of 1S72 provided that the State
Board should meet during the session of the
Legislature in 1S73 and every two years after
that. Under that bill the board held meet-
ings regularly every two years, meeting last
in 1S81. In 1S77 the Revenue law was
amended as regards personal property, and
the Supreme Court decided that assessments
under tne taw were to be made annually.
The Legislature in 1881 changed the time of
assessment from August 1 to June 1, and
substituted the biennial assessment, but
failed to state when the State Board of
Equalization should meet. The board does
not meet until next year, when they will be
required to adjust an assessment two years
old.

A five-year-o- ld colored boy named
John Elder, residing in St. Louis, found a
pistol in a washstand drawer the other day,
pointed it at his breast, and pulled the
trigger. The attention of Philma Brunson,
who was making a bed in the room, was at-

tracted by the report. She says she saw the
hoy place the pistol carefully in its place,
push back the drawer and then fall to the
floor. The bullet entered his left breast,
just below the nipple, and probably pierced
the heart, for he died a moment after receiv-
ing the wound.

The committee recently appointed to
examine and report as to the best location
for the future Kansas City Fair grounds
unanimously decided in favor of the . Allen
McGee tract, south of the city, provided all
the ground necessary and the right of way
for side tracks and roads can be had on sat-

isfactory terms.

The explosion of a steam-tan- k in the
rendering establishment at East St. Louis,
111., on the 5th, created no little consterna-
tion in the stock yards and vicinity. Sheds
were blown into splinters and heavy iron-

work went into the air like tissue-pape- r.

One workman was instantly killed and two
others were seriouly injured. While John
Caszca, Jerome Tyler and John Meyerhoeffer
were at work about a press near the boiler,
the large tank connected with it shot up in
the air like a rocket, crushing through the
roof. In an instant the whole place was
filled with steam, smoke, pieces of iron
and broken timber. The tank, hurled

v..,,irail toot in.tle- -
back, a shattered, shapeless mass. Great
pieces torn from it went flying in
all directions, some being found at a
distance of nearly 300 yards. The roof was
torn off completely and fell in, strewn about
like kindling wood. The explosion was ter-
rific, and resounded for a great distance.
Men at work in other portions of the estab-
lishment were almost thrown from their feet
by the shock, so great was its force. John
Meyerhoeffer was discovered firmly pinned
to the ground by two heavy beams. He was
still alive, but suffering great agony. The
steam escaping from one of the tank pipes
had spurted on him, scalding him almost
from head to foot. He was quickly released
and carried to his home near by. Tyler was
found a moment later in the same condition
as Meyerhoeffer. He received some severe
cuts on the face and body, and his head was
badly gashed. He was also horribly scalded.
The body of Caszca was shockingly mangled,
the top of his head having been blown off
and the face crushed to a pulpy mass. The
explosion is attributed to gases generated
from fatty substances and too much steam.

Engineer Irring's Heroism.
Now and then, in quiet times of peace, emer.

gencies spring up which demand the highest
order of heroism. One of those emergencies
occurred at Waynesboro on Wednesday of last
week. Trains Nos. 23 and 14 and 12 and 16 on
the Chesapeake & Ohio Road, going east, had
orders to meet and pass four sections of extra
trains coming west at Blue Ridge. The extras
were late, and as a consequence eleven trains
were blocked on the main track above Waynes-
boro awaiting their arrival. After three of
the extra trains had passed, the first 'section
of No. 14 started out and commenced ascend-
ing the heavy grade to the tunnel. Rain and
sleet were fairing, and the engine of No. 14
being unable to draw its cars the engineer of
the train immediately following it, Mr. R. P.
Irving, detached his engine from his own
train, and, coupling on the rear car of No. 14,
aided the ascent. After pushing the first
train nearly a half mile, and giving it a good
start, Mr. Irving reversed his engine and started
to return to his own train, but ere he had
reached it'he saw a detachment of the train
he had left coming down the mountain at a
rapid rate, it having become uncoupled from
the engine. In an instant the intrepid engi-
neer realized the peril of the situation. Thir-
teen heavily loaded cars were coming down a
6eventy-five-fo- ot gi'ade, and each revolution of
the wheels was adding velocity to its speed.
With rare presence of mind and an iron nerve
that few men possess, Irving started his
engine to meet the descending mass andbrcak
the force of the collision. He ran up to with-
in a short distance of the cars, and then re-
versing to lighten the shock, clutched the
lever in his firm grasp, and bracing ever?
nerve in his body, awaited tho catastrophe. A
moment and the crash came. The shock of an
avalanche could scarcely have been greater.
One of the cars climbed up on the boiler of tha
engine and another was wrecked. But the
brave man accomplished his purpose. The
wild train was stopped, and the engineer had
saved many precious lives and thousands of
dollars' worth of property.

JIT A span of Mayo's bridge across the
James River, Richmond, Va., gave way the
other day and precipitated the Manchester
stage, tilled with passengers, into the water.
