Apply potash liberally ; if wood
ashes can not be procured, muriate of
potash should be used instead. Put two
pounds of the muriate to five pounds of
plaster, and mix and scatter around the
tree as far and a little further than the
branches extend. The new growth will
be sound. If the stem is diseased, cut
out the dead bark to the sound wood ;
make a wash of clay with the plaster
and potash, and paint the whole stem
with it. X. T. Times.

To Cook Steak: Never fry it in
grease or water. If you have no broiler
handy, or your fire will not admit of
broiling, take your spitter or skillet,
heat very hot, put your steak in, the
moment it is seared on one side turn it
quickly; let it heat through, then take
it up on a hot ili-- h, season it quickly,
and serve hot.

and with no greater voice, than if he
were present in the same room. Elec-
tricity has made marvelous strides since
Morse, less than forty years a?o, strung
his first wires and opened his first line
of telegraph, a distance of forty miles.
The telephone has already surpassed
that, and it is impossible to place any
limitation upon its possible capacity.
The promise is now that in a verv briei
time conversation between cities and
towns and States and sections of the
country will be as common and as uni-
versal as it is now between the different
parts of this city, and that the telephone
of the future will be so far improved
and enlarged and adapted to common
use that conversation between people
will know no interference by the mere
accident of distance. Chicago Tribune.

Two French Murders.
One of the keenest and most merciless

of Parisian usurers some fifty years ago
was one Guibert, who not only lent
money at extortionate prices and com-
pelled his victims to take part of the
loan in bad pictures and worthless
goods, but had engaged in absolute
swindling. He was convicted and sen-
tenced to imprisonment, but through
Eowerful influence and the use of money

this punishment, to the in-

tense disgust of the community at large,
but especially oi tne many people ne
had swindled or "bled." He had been
assaulted several times, and so never
appeared on the streets alone. Nov. 2 ,
1838, as he was passing along the Rue
Louis-le-Gran- d, Guibert was shot in the
arm, but as no one had seen the assail-
ant, and as he made no complaint, the
theory that the pistol had been dis-
charged by a jealous or cast-of-f woman
was set afloat and accepted. Eleven
days later, as Guibert and his brother-in-la- w.

Ferine, were passing No 10 Rue
Neuve St. Augustin, the former was
shot dead. A hackmau, jumping from
his coach, collared a younr man as the
murderer, but the man snook off his
grasp with a laugh and the exclama-
tion, "'What do you mean?" while sev-
eral other men bustled around them,
saying, "This is a mistake," "This
isn't the man,1' and so on, till the con-
fused coachman released his prisoner,
who walked away unconcernedly. The
police made some twenty arrests and
put a watch on erery one of Guibert "s

debtors, but the usurer's murderer
never was found. Just two years before
that, to a day, a still more mysterious
crime had been committed inside of the
Bank of France. As M. Bouron, a sub-caslr-er,

was passing along a dusty
corridor leading from the central safe
to his desk, having under his arm a
package containing 'more than $200,000
in bank notes, one man throttled him
while another seized the money. Bouron,
a powerful man, shook them off and
shouted "Murder?" when the clerks
and watchmen ran to his aid. " One ol
the robbera lowered his head and made
a dash for the street; he butted two or
three' men over, but was finally over-

powered. HU accomplice leisurely ad-

jected his hat and cuffs and walked
catmlv'out'of the place, no one knowing
as yet that two men had been concerned
ia the attempt. The prisoner, a hud- -

- irJii rtreuml mm. was takentKJUlC -

to the: police office, but as he was asked
. his fi&nia he drew a pistol and blew out
his brains. Though 100,000 persons in-

spected his effigy at the morgue, and
the bank offered a great reward, no one
ever identified the dead man, nor was
his companion ever heard of. Cor.

Cards and Calls.

Cards are the especial literature
polite society, and have their langua
and interpretation. The author of the
new "American Code of Etiquette"
gives some information on this interest-
ing theme. Calling hours, it appears,
differ in the different cities. From two
to five is, however, a period in which a
call can be made in all. Among inti-
mate friends early morning informal
calls are proper, but the stranger can
never presume to call before two. ilanv
ladies who are bu?y, and who desire
very much to have some time to them-
selves, deny them-elve- s to guests on
every day but one in the week. It is
easy to ascertain the hours of a city be-

fore calling, and, where early dinners
are the custom, the call must be made
after dinner. It is a great mistake that
we have no national dinner hour. La-
dies in cities dress with great elegance
for the formal call. Dark velvets and
furs, in winter, and a dress bonnet are
the ordinary adornments. Light silk
and showy things are in the worst pos-
sible taste. In summer there is always
a relaxation of ceremony. Gentlemen
wear, for calling, their usual morning
dress a frock-coa- t, gray trousers.black
cravat, or even those rough garments
which have been so fashionable. The
French fashion of leaving cards without
inquiring for the lady is proper, but it is
not popular in America. To ladies
whose visiting circle is small, such a.
proceeding seems very heartless; to
those whose circle is immense, and
whose time is occupied, it is sometimes
imperative. It is, however, one of the
uses of the book of etiquette to explain
that the card is a visit, and can be re-
turned, and should be received as an at-
tention.

A lady should always rise t receive
her visitors, and should extend a hand.
It is the American custom, and any
other style of reception seems cold. A
well-bre- d lady pays equal attention to
all her callers, particularly to those
whom she knows the least, and who
might be hurt by her inattention. It is
not customary to introduce the residents
of the same city. Strangers should be
introduced, but ladies who sit n?ar each
other can converse without this cere-
mony. No formal calls are made in
America on Sunday. A gentleman must
have a lady's permission to call on that
day. In Europe it is very different.
The opera is never so fashionable as on

erally conSned to members of one's
family. Young men who, in America,
are extremely remiss ia social d-t-

ies

are sometimes told that if they send
their cards by post they have requited
the hospitality of the lady who invites
them. This is far from being the opin-
ion of the best ladies in society. If a
lady has time to invite a gent'eman to
dinner, and he comes,' he should cer-
tainly find time either to call in person
on her reception day or on some even-
ing. The only person who is excused foi
sending a card by post is he who is sud-
denly called on to leave the city, pr who
is thrown into mourning by the death
of a friend.
