The Hydraulic
men attempted to rebuild, but were driven
off by the citizens. The Mayor made a
speech and commanded the mob to disperse,
but the people were determined to resist
the rebuilding of the dam.

Governor Crittenden has par-
doned Robert C. Pate, Henry Lehndorf and
John Giardon, sentenced by the St. Louis
Criminal Court to six months each In Jail for
establishing lotteries.

Two negroes mounted the scaf-
fold in Florida on the same day Merrick
Jacksen, at Fernandina, and Harrison Car-
ter, at Jacksonville.

At Indianapolis, the other evening,
two colored boys, Charles Bly and James
Jones, engaged in a friendly sparring match.
Bly was struck in tbe stomach and expired
before medical aid could be secured.

There was a fight between rustlers
and citizens In Phoenix, Cal., the other day.
Three cowboys were captured, one killed
and one badly wounded. As the prisoners
were being taken an attempt was made to
lynch them. Officers came to the rescue and
removed them to the jail.

Non-unionis- ts who have taken the
places of strikers In McKeesport, Pa. , re-

quire police escort to and from the mills,
and are subjected to all manner of abuse and
insult.

The object of
this gerrymandering is to give the Dem-
ocrats an advantage in electing mem-
bers of Congress. It is declared to be
subversive of the popular will and dan-
gerous to public order to put districts
together with reference to party ad-
vantage. That ths is the tendency of
such action by State Legislatures may
be admitted without hesitation. If those
who make the complaint against South
Carolina were consistent in making it
and rejected inflexibly every phase of
such" wrong everywhere their indict-
ment of others and indignation would be
entitled to the; greatest consideration
and to have powerful influence. But
when virtuous journals in Chicago shut
their eyes to the most flagrant abuses of
this nature in their own Stale and at
their very doors and cross the continent
to find fault and inveigh against others,
they put themselves in an attitude of
hypocrisy too conspicuous and flagrant
to escape the scorn and contempt of
the fair-mind-ed men to whom they ap-
peal. The evil and the danger of a
partisan constitution of Congressional
districts lie in making palpably un-
natural lines for the purpose of securing
the desired supremacy of a party with-
in certain boundaries. Consent to any
step in this sort of work which is plain
to the understanding and common-sens- e

of anybody is a committal to the wrong,
and is a moral estoppel upon the con-
senting beneficiaries from objecting to
like action on the part of others, Now
in the name of fairness and decency,
we, would like to ask any censorious
Illinois Radical what, for example, he
thinks of the formation of the Nine-
teenth Congressional District ot that
state, composed of Hardin, Gallatin,
While, Saline", Hamilton, Franklin,
Jefferson, Marion and Clinton Counties.'
It commences on the Ohio River, fifty
miles above Cairo, and extends 125
miles northwest to within twenty-fiv-e

miles of St. Louis. It is more than four
times as long as it is wide. There are no
rivers, mountains, deserts or natural rea-
sons for tirus forming that district. The
.makers of it do not even pretend that
there are. Why was it thus made?
There is no secret about it. .No Repub-
lican pretends to disguise the purpose.

which has 634 Democratic majority,
passing right by Washington, which has
i5G8 Republican majority. The object

Uhio
has recently given. the country a taste of
its quality in this character of party
management New York Republicans
have offended more deeply in this re
spect than either of the other States.
The wickedness in these Kepublican
communities is merely venial but the
sm of South Carolina is ueadly and be
yond all forgiveness. It was urged as a
reason why its author should be turned
out of Congress' and his seat given to a
negro upon ho better or stronger ground
man tnat tnere are more negroes in ins
district' than white men.

Reckles.? Daring.

We have been unable, of late years,
at least, to give the Republican party
jreditformuch honesty f purpose, but if
it is willing to stand upon the merits of
the record that it has made in Congress
the present session, we shall have to
place to its account such need of admi-
ration as may justly belong to reckless
daring. And yet as conservative an ex--

onent of Republican policy and Repub-ica- n

opinion as our esteemed Court
street contemporary, has the presump- -
fion to say that " a comparison of what
has been done by this Congress, with
what has has been done by the preced-
ing Democratic Congresses, will make
no Republican afraid." Referring to
Mr. Hewitt, the Advertiser says: "Mr.
Hewitt is one of the men who were de-

termined that this Congress should do
nothing. He was emphatic in the ear-
lier part of the .session in his declara-
tions that Congress would pass the Ap-

propriation bills and perhaps a Tariff
t 'onimission bill and then go home.
Well, the Republicans have been able
to accomplish a few things besides these,
despite the obstruction policy, of the
Democrats; and some of the things
they have accomplished for 'example,
the exposure of the fraudulent prac-
tices of the Southern Democrats
will make issues ; in the next elec-
tion as well as the matters which fill
Mr. Hewitt's partisan eye.".

The Governor says that while tbe evidence

It is thought from
present indications that the number of cat-
tle handled at the yards during 18S2 will
reach 430,000, or about 200,000 greater than
ever before. These figures amply show that
Kansas City Is the center for Texas cattle
and Texas cattlemen. During July
the Southwestern Railway Association for-
warded to St. Louis and Chicago 3,000 cars
of stock, the majority going to the last
named point.

Gold left town. The story was learned
from a member of the gang. . -

The anniversary of the emancipation
of slaves in the West Indies (Aug. 1 .vljs
celebrated by the colored people of St. Jo-
seph and surrounding cities. Large dele-
gations arrived early in the day from Leav-
enworth, Atchison, Richmond, Lexington
and other points to participate. A salute
was fired and a general meeting held during
tbe day andfthere was a ball at night.

Philip Rice, a contractor for railroad
and bridge work, was shot and killed by a
man named McNutt, at a railroad camp near
Kansas City, the other night. Rice accused
McXutt of stealing a dress pattern from his
wife. A quarrel ensued, auJ Mrs. McXutt
gave her husband a revolver, with which he
shot Rice.

Two negroes quarreled in a restaur-
ant at Charleston a few days ago. Henry
Christmas drew a revolver and opened fire
upon his opponent. The firing brought
Night Watchman McGhce to the place. In-

stead of submitting to arrest Christmas
fired at McGhce, blinding him by the ex-

plosion, then knocked him down and was
handling him roughly, when some young
men, routed by the shooting, rushed in and
released McUhee. The negro ran through
an alley and into a wheat field, firing as he
went at his pursuers, who returned the fire.
After a chase of some forty rods Christmas
was stopped by a shot in the back.

FORTY.SEYEXTH CONGRESS.

In the Senate, Aug. 2, the bill passed ap-
propriating $100,000 for a building at Leaven-
worth, Kans. The time tor report by the Ute
Commission was extended to Sept. 15, 1883.
A message was received from the House in-
forming the Senate of the action of that body-i-

passing the river and harbor bill over tbe
President's veto. Pending business was sus-
pended and the veto message read. A vote
was Immediately taken upon the ques-
tion, "Shall the bill pass, objections of the
President to the contrary notwithstanding?"
The result was: Yeas. 41: nays, 16. So the
bill passed. The sundrv civil bill was then
taken up In the House the river and
harbor bill passed by a vote of 122 to 59. Some
general measures were disposed of and the
call of committees developed nothing of im-
portance.

A new conference was ordered on the
Japanese Indemnity bill in the Senate, Aug. 3.
Bills passed: for a. public building at St.
Joseph; to settieland-paten- t questions in the
Virginia military district ot Ohio; to provide
for the deductions from the tonnage of ves-
sels and to regulate steam vessels; also House
resolution for temporary appropriations- - An
agreement on the legislative appropriation
bill wrs reported and report adopted. The
tax reduction bill was debated and laid over.
The House resolution for adjournment on the
5th was tabled In the House a joint reso-
lution was adopted providing for final ad-
journment Aug. 5. A disagreement was re-
ported on the general deficiency bill.

In the Senate, on the 4th, the report on
the Omaha reservation sale was adopted.
The bill authorizing the appointment of a
Consul-Genera- l to Persia, with a salary of
$5,000, passed ; also House bill to relieve cer-
tain soldiers of the late war of the charge of
desertion. The conference report on the
Creek Indian orphan bill was adopted. The
conference report on the naval bill was ac-
cepted and new conferees were appointed to
consider two items remaining in dispute.
The tax-bil- l discussion was resumed and an
effort to reach a vote on it was de-
feated for want of a quorum In tue
House, a resolution for a constitutional
amendment providing that it shall take two-thir-

of all the members of eacli house to
pass a bill over a veto was referred. An
agreement was reached on the naval bill, ex-
cept as to closing the navy yards. On this a
new conference was ordered and the House
discussed Senate amendments to the sundry
civil bill. The amendment appropriating
$78,000 for the National Hoard of Health was
rejected. The legislative appropriation bill
was signed by tbe Speaker.

The naval appropriation bitl passed the
Senate on the 5th. The knit-good- s bill passed
as it came from the House; also, the bill ex-
tending fees of certain officers over Xew Mex-

ico and Arizona. The Senate receded from
its amendment to the deficiency bill and a
joint resolution was adopted voting $3.1,000 for
mileage for the special session in If 1. The con-
ference report on the snndry civil bill was
adopted; also; that of the committee on, the
bill to publish the agricultural report
In the House the Senate amendments to the
resolution for a Consul-Gener- to Persia and,
to the bill in relation to steam svesels were
agreed to. Conference reports on the naval
bill and the sundry civil appropriation were
adopted. Both houses adjourned till the
7th.

A VOTE on the resolution for a select com-

mittee on American ship-buildin- In the
Senate, on the 7th, resulted 40 to 13. House
bill repealing the export tax on tobacco
passed In the House 109 members were
present ana an uusine-- s proceeueu oy con-
sent. Mr. Robeson introduced a bill to re-
duce taxation and moved to suspend the
rules and pass it. As only 60 members voted,
the crv of no quorum was raised and the bill
was withdrawn. Both houses adjourned for
one day.

In the Senate, Aug. 8, the bill passed
to transfer Orphans' Home property to the
Garfield Hospital, and Mr. Windom's report
with regard to the use of money to defeat
the bonded- - spirits bill was ordered printed.
