A cavity in a grindstone, says the
American Cultivator, may be repaired
as follows : Take a piece of old grind-
stone and pound it up quite fine, or
procure some fine, sharp sand and sift
out the coarsest, using only the fine ;

make this into a paste with one-thir- d

the bulk of hydraulic lime or cement
and sufficient water gloss ; undercut
the cavity in the grindstone or drill
keyholes in it, and fill it with the cement
as above made. It will harden very
rapidly. Very good artificial stones
may be made in this manner in a mould
to which considerable pressure can be
applied.

Buttermilk Cheese : You can make
delicious little cheeses by warming up
buttermilk until it quite curdles, then
straining it through a bag, mixing the
curd with a little cream, butter and
salt, then pressing it into a small basin
or cp for a few hours. It is very nice
for breakfast or lunch. The best scones,
tea-cak- and plain cake are made
with buttermilk instead of sweet milk
or water, using a small quantity of car-
bonate of soda.

To prevent scarlet flannel or worst-
ed goods of any description of this color
from fading when washed, take this
precaution: Mix half a cupful of
Hour with a quart of cold water, let it
boil ten or fifteen minutes, then mix
with the warm suds in which the article
is to be washed ; squeeze and rinse up
and down repeatedly.instead of rubbing
on a rubbing-board- . If very much
soiled, wash in two or three waters, al-

ways taking care to have them of the
same temperature, if possible, and just
cool enough to put your hands in com-
fortably. Make the suds before putting
the garment in, and avoid, if you can,
rubbing soap on it. 2f. Y. Post.

It is said that alcohol equal to that
made from grain can be produced from
acorns, lhe acorns are freed from the
shell and ground finely; then they are
mashed with malt and allowed to fer
ment. Acorns contain about 20 per
cent, of starch and 18 per cent, of glu
ten. They would be a valuable article
for human food if it were not for the
tannic acid (about 3 per cent.) which
they contain. Vast quantitias which go
to waste every year, where hogs are not
fed in the woods, might be gathered by
boys and converted into alcohol for use
in the arts, thus freeing an equivalent
amount of gram for use as food.

The hardness, of the
metal renders it capable of receiving a
high polish, which is not readily in-
jured by friction of any usual kind ; on
account, too, of the peculiar smoothness
of ' the surface, matters do not adhere
firmly to it, and cleaning requires but
little attention or effort. It also pos-
sesses the ad vantage of not tarnishing,
like some other substances, when fre-
quently used.

The-Telepho- Improved.

To overcome the local noise3 charac-
terizing mills and other places, and
whichras is well known, disturbs the
successful operation of the ordinary
telephone,' an instrument has been
devised, consisting of a square box, in
which are placed both a transmitting
and receiving diaphragm; from the
chamber of the latter two sound tubes
extend, to be received one in each ear,
these being keut in place by a small
spiral spring; tending to draw the tubes
together, and thus keep the small rubber
caps on the ends of the sound tubes in
place in the ear.. The effect of these
caps is to shut out all extraneous sounds,
and confine those of the receiving tele-Rhon- e,

so that their full force is felt on
the ear. The lower part of the box
contains the transmitter, which is made
very sensitive; pressing a button brings
the battery into circuit with the trans-

mitter. It U claimed that this instru-
ment will talk 200 miles or more. N

The Pea Weevil.

The pea weevil is so destructive in
every part of the United States, except,
perhaps, from Central Wisconsin
north, as to have most seriously inter-
fered with the cultivation of the pea as
a seed or food crop. Hence the most of
our seed and food peas are raised in
Canada, and corresponding latitudes
where the season is too short or too
cold for the insect, the ravages of which
occur more freely as we approach the
tropics.

This insect is one of the snout beetle?,
and closely allied to the curculio,and no
means have yet been found to stay its
ravages. The eggs are laid on the pod3
of the young pea. to which they are fas-
tened by a viscid fluid. The insects work
at night and on dark, cloudy days, and
the eggs hatching, the minute worm
finds its way through the pod and into
the peas, upon which it feeds, avoid-
ing, however, the germ, so that a pea
may be nearly eaton out. as to its meat,
and yet still retain the power of germi-
nation, although weak.

If the peas, as soon as gathered, are'
threshed, and dried at a temperature of
140 desree3, the young insects are said
to be killed, but the seed will not germi-
nate. Immersion of the dry peas in
scalding water for 100 seconds is said
to kill the pupa without injury to tbe
pea. An immersion of about three
minutes totally destroys germination of
the pea. Late-sow- n peas usually escape
the attacks of the insect, but the crop
is then liable to mildew in the West.

So far, it must be confessed, no cer-
tain practical means have been found to
subdue the insect, and it is now feared
the allied weevil (Bruchus Fabve) which
attacks the bean, will create great loss
in this crop. In fact the weevil family
(curculionid'jc), or snout beetles, one of
the largest families in the order of bee-
tles, and comprising over 10,000 distinct
and described species, and preying upon
all grain, legumes, fruit3, and nuts, are
the most dilticult to check of any of the
destructive insects.

As to effective means for killing all
insects infesting seeds, the weevil tribe
generally, . we have lately seen the
bisulphide of carbon recommended. It
certainly is deadly,and a small quantity
poured in the bottom of a grain bin
would permeate the whole mass. Half
a pint of the liquid is said to be sufficient
for fifty to 100 bushels of grain, since it
is both volatile and penetrating. The
Miller advises placing the chemical in
connection with the grain, in order to
get it duly in the bottom of the bin, as
follows:

Take a hollow iron cylinder a gas
pipe will do well and fit into it a wood
en rod, which shall be a little longer
than the iron tube. One end of the rod
is to be made sharp ; now place the rod
inside the tube, and with the sharp end
down force them both to the bottom of
the grain; then, having withdrawn the
rod, turn in the liquid through the tube,
which should be pulled out. The insect-
icide, of course, is left at the bottom of
the grain, and being very volatile, soon
diffuses through the mass and converts
the bin into an insect cemetery. Prairie
farmer.
