A Post-Dis-pat- ch reporter called this
morning upon Bishop Ryan, at his res-

idence on Olive street, and submitted,
thpr triad to submit to him the

editorial article from the last h umber
of the Wentern Watchman, in wnieii
Father Phelan throws more light and
heat upon the subject of mixed mar-
riages, especially those in which the
Catholic sacrament has been supple-
mented by a Protestant ceremony.
The Bishop, however, when the article
was handed to him with a request that
he give an opinion upoq the soundness
of Father Phelan's doctrine, stated that
he had not yet read the article, and that,
as it seemed a lengthy writing and its
subject was of great importance and
could not be passed upon without care-
ful attention, he would not be able to
express au opinion. The reporter stat-
ed that the gist of the article, the por-
tion of it certainly upon which the
Episcopal opinion was sought, was
contained in the following extract
from it:

"What astonishes us beyond measure is the
opinion that prevails in certain Catholic quar-
ters that had we known of the previous mar-
riage before the priest we would not have
been so severe anu would not have been jus-
tified in passing censure at all. Had we
known of the previous marriage we would
have administered lust two additional lash-
es. The marriage before the priest was a
deception, and, under the circumstances,
should never have taken place. No priest iu
Christendom could marry a Catholic who
proclaimed the intention of supplementing
the Catholic service with a Protestant cere-
mony. A Catholic that takes part in any
heretical rite is guilty of a mortal sin,nnd no
sacrament of the living can be administered
to a man in iwrrtat at. i receive tne sac-
rament of mortal sin Is a sacrilege, and no
priest can consent to sacrilege. As well

PBOP08KD BT THB

Thirty-Firs- t General Assembly,
to lie Voted on at the Gen-

eral Election of 1882.

CONCURRENT RESOLUTION Submitting:
to the Qualified Voters of the State of
Missouri au Amendment to the Constitu-
tion thereof conceroiug the Judicial De-
partment.

Be. it resolved by the Senate, the House of
MvyrKaviituncea iwiuvun my tnerem:
That at the general election to be held on

the Tuesday next following the first Mon
day in November, A. V. 18-J-

, the lollowini;
amendment to the Constitution of the State
of Missouri, concerning the Jud;cial Depart-
ment, shall be submitted to the qualified
voters of said State, to wit:

Shction 1. The Supreme Court shall con
sist of six Judges, and after the first' Mon-
day in January, 1883, be divided into two
divisions, with three Judges each, one to
be called the civil, the other the criminal
side of the Court. The divisions shall sit
seperately for the disposition of causes,
and any two Judges of a side 6ball consti
tute a quorum. The Chief Justice of the
Court chill be presiding Justice of the divis-
ion of which he mav be a member, and
also of th Court in bank; and of the other
side, the Judge oldest ot commission shall
be presiding Justice. The criminal side of
the Court shall hear and determine all ap-
peals and writs of error in criminal cause.,
all damage cases in which the damages sued
for sound in tort, all applications for writs
of Tiabeas corpus and quo warranto, and also
sucn orner causes, inciuuing mandamus.
certiorari and other original remedial writs
as may, by order of the civil side, be trans- -

ierreu to u. ironi mar. amnion. The civil
side of the Court shall hear and determine
all othsr causes and amlications. including
manaamus and certiorari, ma, except ha- -
oeas corpus ana quo warranto, other original
remedial writs, ihe judmeuts, orders and
decrees ot either division shall have the force
and effect of those ot the Court.

Sec. ii. Whenever it shall be known, or
be made to appear to the Chief Justice, that
the criminal side ol toe Conrt has, within
twenty days, rendered a decision contrary
to some decision ot the civil side, or' to
some decision of the CUuri prior to it divis-
ion, as to any matter within the Jurisdiction
of the civil side, he shall grant a rehearing
of the cause; on such rehearing, the cause
6haii be determined ny the Court in bank.

Sec. 3. After the first Monday In Janu-
ary, 1S&3, the jurisdiction of the 8t. Louis
Court of Appeals and the election Tor Judge
thereof shall be restricted to the Eighth Ju
dicial Circuit, and after that time it shall Dot
have jurisdiction of any criminal case. Its
decisions of all civil c fes shall be final, ex
ceM as otherwise provided in the next sec
tion, and the Judge oldest of commission
shall be presiding Judge of the Court.

Sec 4. Whenever it shall be made to
appear to the Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court that the St. Louis Court of Appeals
has within two months rendered a decision
contrary fy some decision of the 8upreme
Court, he may cause to Issued the certio-
rari of the Supreme Court to transfer the
cause from the Court of Appeals to the Su-
preme Court for rehearing; on such rehear-
ing all the Judges, both of the Supreme
Court and Court ol Appeals, or a rajortty
of them, shall sit and, it present, the Chief
Justice shall preside, and the cause shall
then be determined by a majority of all the
Judges, and when thus determined it shall be
of binding authority to Loth Courts.

Sec. 5. After the first, Monday in Janu-
ary, 18S3, no appeal shall lie to, or writ ot
error issue from, the t. Louis Court of Ap-Dea- ls

in any criminal case, but all such cases.
whether by appeal or writ of error, shall go
aire:iiy io Tne oupreme

Sec. 6. Upon the adoption of this amend
rnent the Governor shall appoint one addi
tional Judge or the Supreme Court, who
shall hold 'h office until the first Monday in
January, 1S85, and at the general election
m 1884 his successor shall be elected. The
Judges in office oa the first Mondav in
January, 18S3, may determine who of them
shall sit on the civil an.1 who on the erimin
al fide of the Court- - Prorided, they do so
hv 2 P. M. of that day; failing in this the
Governor sNall immediately assign them.
After the Jflrst Monday in January, 188S,
Judges shall be elected to fill vacancies on
the civil or criminal side, as tha case may
be. and with special reference to their fitness
for that side in which the vacancy has or is to
occur.

Sbc 9. All provisions of the Constitu
tton of this State, and all laws and parts of
lawn of this State, not consistent with this
amendment, shall, upon l adoption, be for
ever recinded and of no eff.-ct- .
