Dr. Pulliam, of Mt. Zion, Ky.,hada pump-
Kin vine on which there were 12 pumpkins,
the largest of which weizhed 70 pounds and
the smallest 25, the whole filling a two-horse
wagon-bed.

“Unele” Joe Wileher, living in the neigh-
borhood of Warsaw, Ky., has a cabbage that
measures 75 inches in circumference, and is
three feet seven inches high—and is not fully
matured yel.

A sweet potato has heen on exhibition in
Bentonville, Ark., which weighed 12 pounds
when first dug and cleaned. There were five
others inthe hill, and the half dozen weighed
27 pounds. They were grown in a garden
near Bentonville.

An apple that grew on a tree of the Milan
variety (which tree stood near a Golden Rus-
sett) in the orchard of Gen. J. W. Finnell, of
S8unny Side, Ky., was quite a curiosity. One-
bhalf of it, next the stem, was distinetly marked
in size and color (red) as a Milan, while the
other half had the distinctive marks of a Gol-
den Russett.
