The following are the provisions of the

Civil-Servi- Reform bill as finally passed by
the United States Sonate: The bill is entitled

A Bill to Regulate and Improve the Civil"
Servic3 of the United States." '

It provides for the appointment by the
prcsiuent ot tnree persons, not more man iwu
of whom shall bo ot the same party, as Civil-Servi-

Commissioners, who shall cousutute
the Linked States Civil-Serie-e Commission.
Power is given the President to remove any
Commissioner and nil any vacancy, by and witu
the consent of tho Senate. The salary of s aid
Commissioners is fixed at ?3,50J each, per year,
and nil traveling exDensea.

shown to be specially exemp'ei from such ex-
amination in conformity h rewiih; but noth-
ing contained in snid act shall be construed to
take from those honorably discharged from
the military or navnl service any prefer nc
conferred by tbe I,74tii section of the Revised
Statutes nor take from the President any au-
thority not Inconsistent with this act conierred
by the 1.153d section of said s.ntutes. Nor
shall any oilicer not in the executive branch
of the Government, or any person merely em-
ployed as a laborer or workman, be required to
be classified hereunder: nor, unless by direc-
tion of tbe Senate, shall any person who has
been nominated for confirmation by the Sen-
ate be required to be classified or pass exami-
nation.

In the judgment of a majority of yoar com-
mittee we believe the adoption of a constitu-
tional amendment providing for the follow-
ing changes in the Constitution of Missouri
relative to the judicial system of the State are
required to relieve the Supreme Court of tho
State of the excess of work now before it, as
well as to permanently improve the efficiency
of the judicial system of Missouri, viz.,

To so amend the Constitution that elections
for all judges of courts of record in Missouri
shall be held in years and at times when no
other general election lor other officers is
neia.

To divide the State into three grand divis-
ions, and of which the territory now em
braced in the St. Louis Court of Appeals south
of the Missouri River, with the addi
tion ot the southeast Missouri coun-
ties to its territorial jurisdiction, shall
constitute one, and the two other
grand divisions to be established, with
such limits as may best subserve public in-
terest and in which said two gi and divisions
severally courts oi appeal tor said grand

shall also be established and organ
ized similarly to the St. Louis Court of Ap-
peals, with a like number of judges and like
tenure of ofiice. and with the same jurisdic
tion as said St. Louis Court of Appeals now
exercises.

That a committee of five members of this
association, ot which the chairman of this as
sociation shall be one. be annointed to ore.
sent this schemeof constitutional amendment
to the proper committee of tbe next State
legislature, in sucn manner as tuey deem
best, as embodying the sentiment of the Bar
association as to tne proper renei or me
supreme uourc.

A recent report from Mississippi
