Education of Peor Girls in, Russia.

The most important , step recently
taken in Kussian education is the insti
tution 01 a special school lor the in-
struction of the daughters of the poorer
class ot Kussians. JVliudle-clas- s educa
tion is already well proided for by
private institutions andthe public
gymnasia, ror the elementary educa
tion of women, however; the existing
arrangements are by no means perfect.
'1 he fewness of the elementary schools.
uniting, so to -- peak, the primary and
middle educational establishments, has
led parents belonging to the less wealthy
state of society to" resort with their chil
dren to the gymnasia: whereas, in the
greater numlcr of cases the pupils thus
placed find themselves not onlv without
the requisite capacity for the 'pro
gramme peculiar to- these middle-clas- s

in stitutions, but 1 also hindered bv
poverty from completing a successful
course of study. As a matter of fact,
very lew ot these young 1 ersons ever
pass the examinations prescribed. They
often leave the gymnasia witnout know
ing Russia correctly,, or being able to
work an arithmetical sum without error.
To supply the want caused by this state
01 things, a new school or a special typo
for girls from nine to eleven years pld
has been founded, under the patronage
of the Empress. ' The course of study
will include .religion..; the, Russian
language, elements of natural , history,
caligraphv, drawing, singing, music
and needleworki and the term of study
will extend over a period of lour years.

Cold Feet.

The more direct cause of the coldness
of the feet may be the absence of a good
circulation of the blood, the warm
blood from the heart failing to
reach the extemities. lhrs is often
aggravated " by tight bands, small
booths and the like, interfering with
this circulation. It is often true. also.
that the blood is withdrawn, from Uhc
feet bv active brain labor, demanding
fne unusual supply ior the bram. ; It
may be that some have too little physical
exercise to favor a good circulation.
That is a good rule, "to keep the head
cool by temperance in all .things, the
feet warm l y exercise, and the con
science void of oflensc toward God and
man." :

The warmth of the feet may be pro-
moted by the removal of these obstruc

tions to the ' circulation-- , by due exer-
cise, in most cases. In diilicult ' cases,
it is well to ' soak; the feet,' at night in
warm water, removing thenvand , dash-
ing on a little jcold water to quickpn
the circulation which is tw be followed
by a thorough rui bing with a crash,
securng a glow of heat. ' The daily use
of the f!esh-brus- h, in' he winter,' is a

substitute for the daily bath,
auopted by the cleanly.
