Peter Cooper, the philanthropist, died
at hia residence in New York city at
3:30 o'clock A. M. on Weuneeday, the
4th inst., of pneumonia. He was at
tended by his family physician and an
other doctor, who had beeu in constan
attendance since the Sunday previous
i Here were also present ex-May- or Jid
Ward Cooper and Mrs. Abram S. Hew
itt, his son and daughter. About three
weeks ago Mr. Cooper contracted a se-
vere cold, with a tendancy toward
pneumonia. He grew better, howev
er, and on Saturday (31st ult.) went out
for a walk. He returned exhausted
and was confined to his bed from that
time on. The attack of the dread dis
ease was sharp and quick in its results
but he passed away quietly, and his
lone and useful life had a nttmer clone
Mrs. Cooper, who was Miss Sarah Be
dell, of Hempsted, Long Island, and
whom he married in 1813, died in 1S69

Peter Cooper was born in New York
ou the 12th of February, 1791, and but
a month ago celebrated .his ninety
second birthday. .His name is identi
fled with the early history of some of
tbe most notable inventions and im
provementsof the past century. While
in Baltimore, he built after his own
designs the first locomotive engine
turned out on this continent, it being
operated successfully on tbe Baltimore
& Ohio railroad. He invested large
capital in the extension of tbe electric
telegraph. He served in both branch
es of the Common Council of New York
city, and was a strong advocate for the
buildingof theCroton aqueduct, at that
time regarded as a great worK.

Mr. Cooper early became trustee of
the public school society, subsequently
school Commissioner, and devoted
hitqaelf to ceaselesB and unwearied ef
forts for the ad vancement of ed ucatiou
The result of these efforts was the erec-
tion of the Cooper Institute, which cost
about $2,0U0,(X0, to which he added an
endowment of $150,000 cash, besides
other valuable gifts. The last pliilan
throplc project of his life was that of
adding a completely equipped work
shop to existing educational appllauc
es of the Institute. He liked to be
known as a workingman, and he was
a philanthropist in the truest sense.

Mr. Cooper's father was a Lieutenant
in the Revolutionary army. After the
war he established a bat lactory, in
which young Peter worked. He sub
sequently followed coach making.
Then he manufactured a patent ma
chine for shearing cloth, made cabinet
ware, engaged in the .grocery business
and finally started ah a manufacturer
of glue and isinglass, which he carried
on for more than forty years. In 183S
he erected large iron works in Canton
near Baltimore. He afterwards built
a roiling and wire mill in tbe city of
New York. He removed the machine-
ry- in 1845 to Trenton, New Jersey,
erecting the largest rolling mill then
in the United States. These works are
still carried on by Mr. Cooper's family
and have grown to very extensive pro
portions, including mines, blast furnac
es and water power.

Poor Old Southeast Missouri.
The appointment by the Supreme

Court of the Supreme Court Commis
siouers, all from the northern part of
the State, is nothmg more than we
could have expected. This is only a
repetition of the sort of treatment
Southeast Missouri has ever received
at the hands of our north end brethren
Southeast Missouri is not wanted only
ou election day. After our ballots are
received and counted we are set at
liberty disfranchised, as it were: aud
it is not expected of us to tsk for any
of our people a place in the make-u-p of
State omciais.

It is our opinion that this game has
been- - played long enough. We have
been euohered just as often as our pa
tience will bear it, aud a change of the
game must be demanded and granted
If the Southeast is a desirable part of
the Commonwealth of Missouri at the
polls, it must be recognized as a part of
the State also in gathering up the
spoils.

If JNorth Missouri, Kansas City and
St. Louis are the chosen guardians of
the whole peopleof th estate, we would
like to see some evidence of the time
and by whom this appointment was
made.

We are growing rebellious and blood
thirsty, so to speak, and do not propose
that our labors shall ever be for the sole
benefit of somebody else. Southeast
Missouri is the recognized stronghold
of the State's Democracy, and as such
she should be recogniztd in the make
up of the 6late" as well as the ballot
box; and unless something is done in
the near future, we can assure our po
litical brethren who have the fortune
to reside in St. Louis, Kansas City and
north of the Missouri river that they
may safely listen for something to
drop. Benton Express.

Mexico's Future.
Mexico it is said by most of the cor

respondents to have about abandoned
the idea of petty political revolutions
and to be settling down to business and
a development of home resources . Mex-
ico contains twenty-seve- n States, one
Territory and one Federal district, and

The
Constitution is modeled upon tbatof the
United States, though a President is in-
eligible for a term immediately succeed-
ing tbeone he held. The Mexicans have
a Senate and Chamber of Deputies, or
Representatives, and their judiciary
system is composed of Supreme Court,
Circuit Court and District Court. Their
Congress meets twice a year. General
Manuel Gonzales is President now at a
salary of $3,000 a year. In each Con-
gressional district electors are chosen,
one for each 500 inhabitants, and these
electors choose the President, Judge of
the Supreme Court and
