D'eantrotis Storm on the AtlanMe Tearful
' Consequences to the Fishing Fleet oil the
Banks of Newfoundland Great Destruc-
tion of Property Along fh9 New Jersey
Coast. ' ' V,

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 31. "

Late intelligence of the effects of Wednes-
day night's storm around the coast of Nova
Scotia shows the damage to . shipping is
quite extensive. Ten schooners were driven
ashore, some completely wrecked and oth-
ers badly damaged. The fury of - the gale
was terrific. The tower of the new Catho-
lic Church at Cape Breton was carried away,
and a large wooden Jbuildingmoved from
its foundations.

The, East Anglla arrived for .coal; she
had one or two of her plates' started and
was strained a little by Wednesday night's
gale. The schooner Fannie B., from Cow.
Bay, Cape Breton, via Gabarus, report
having her deck-loa- d of fishcari4d. away
during the storm. The sckfoiuer Vesta from
Labrador had to run thirtyjmiles before the
fale, and her mainsail was carried away,

THE STORM ON TUB GRAND feAKS.
' ' St. Johss, N. rf, Aug. SI.

From the arrivals the past twenty-fou- r

hours from Grand Banks intelligence of an
alarming disaster to the fishing fleet has
been received. The most: reliable and de-

finite news comes from the .Gloucester
schooner Wachusett. She, was anchored
about twenty miles southeast of the Vir-ginu- s.

She narrowly escaped the fury of
the storm and made for land. While com-
ing in she passed through a vast amount of
wreckage indicating destructive work of
the sale. The storm arose from ensTwr
shortly after sunrise Sunday last. A heavy
sea rapidly piled up and became confused
and choppy by the wind veering to the
northeast. For thirty mile3 of the schoon-
er's course wreckage was encountered on
everv side. Manv dories were see'n bottom
u,p and oars, fish boards and other material
in large quantities wert pusseu uum nuio
to time. One French fishing brig alone lost
four dories with all hands.. The vessel'ai
decks were swept, cables parted and an-cho- rs

lost. A general estimate based upon
the best information at,preient obtaina
ble puts the loss of life kt from sixty to
to eighty souls, whila the damage to tha
neet is incalculable, atiae-nm- e the
sprang up there were, it is assumed, 2,000

EFFECTS OF THE STORM ON THE ATLANTIC
COAST.

Atlantic City, Aug. 3f.
Thousands of people visited the Sands

tbis morning to gaze on the scene of de
struction caused by yesterday's high tides.
